Special Places

This resource kit will touch on some special places. With the six key examples there
is a range of resources and references included with examples of educational activities
that demonstrate how “Special Places” can fit into the year 9 — 10 social studies
curriculum.

In addition there is an activity to help students identify their own special places and to
find additional resources. There is also an activity based on the Henderson Heritage
Trail. There are 216 historic sites in addition to historic trees and archaeological sites
within Waitakere City. There are of course many places that are special that are not
historical in that sense. I have included an activity that is intended to raise awareness
of some of those places.

How did I choose the six focus sites? Well I tried to get a geographical spread and to
choose sites that would raise interesting questions about the changing face and values
of our city. I also wanted to keep the link to The State of The City report that was the
catalyst for this work.

A copy of this report is available in every school. I have included a list of references
to help you find useful sections. You will probably find much else that is in it useful
and I recommend that you take time to read it.

This resource kit is intended to be a work in progress. Iintend to revise it at the end
of 2002 for the first time. Comments and suggestions of resources or activities would
be gratefully received and contributions will be acknowledged in the revised version.

It also relates to discussion of the need for a marae on the Harbourview land and for
an iwi marae for Te Kawarau a Maki.

Page 9 has a photo of Hoani Waititi Marae and a case study of Te Whanau
Waipareira.

Chapter Three — Who lives in Waitakere

Page two tells us Waitakere is the fifth largest city. Ask students to name the four that
are larger.

Look at page 7 for Ambrico Place study. Students should construct comparative
graphs for their class. Discussion as to “what is a family?”

The issue of household income on page 8 is also relevant to the Ambrico study.

Chapter Four — City Wellbeing
Page three deals with the cost of housing relevant to Ambrico Place.

Chapter Five — Arts and Culture
A brief statement of history is given on page 2.
The map on page 7 shows art and cultural facilities.

Chapter Six — Democracy and Community Participation
Looking after special places and historic sites. A case study of the Swanson Station
project is on page 8.

Chapter Seven — City Form and Design

Much in this chapter is relevant to Ambrico Place but some may also be relevant to
looking at alternative uses for the land at Tui Glen and Harbourview.

Page 2 looks at building inside and outside the Metropolitan Limit.

Pages 3 and 4 deal with land use.

The map on page 5 is useful for discussion of the issue of locating housing close to
public transport.

Residential areas are discussed on page 11 and there is also a graph relating to home
businesses which is relevant to Ambrico.

Page 12 looks at the demand for new housing sites.

Liveability is looked at on page 13.

The table on page 14 about the proportion of public open space is relevant to
Harbourview and Tui Glen planning.

The Ambrico Case Study is on page 15 of this chapter.



Chapter Eight — Heritage

Heritage is an important factor in making places “special”.

Page 3 looks at the management of 216 heritage sites; 115 heritage trees; and 28
archaeological sites.

The chapter has a section on industries that have been important to the City.

Page 4 covers brick and pottery ( Ambrico); and timber ( Falls).

Gum digging ( Don Buck); and orchards ( Cranwell Park), are covered on page 5.
The Falls Hotel Study is on page 7.

Chapter 13 — The State Of Our Landscape

There are case studies of Henderson (page 4), Titrangi/Laingholm (page 5), and Piha
Coastal (page 6).

There is a table of outstanding landscape areas, elements and character.

Chapter 17 — Business Clusters

Could be relevant to looking at businesses as special places e.g. the wine industry

locations (pages 6 — 7).

Access is an issue with special places.
