The Henderson Branch of the library holds a set of Western Leaders and staff are
very helpful with these and other restricted access resources.

Council archives and plans may also be useful. For example there is information
held on historic buildings (over 200) that may be viewed at Council offices. Contact
the Parks Department for brochures about parks. They also hold copies of the
“Favourite Places” booklet.
