6 CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 

Well there has been a lot of focus around bridges the last couple of months! 
 
Sturges Road Bridge Replacement 
The existing bridge (built in the 1940’s) is no longer working efficiently.  It has been a 
bottle neck for many years and there are some 17,000 vehicles a day crossing it. 
 
ONTRACK in partnership with the Council are sharing the cost of replacing the bridge 
and this will facilitate the double tracking of the western line and by raising the bridge 
slightly will allow for potential electrification in the future. 
 
A temporary bridge will be erected for convenience of traffic and at peak times this will be 
regulated by lights to ease the flow across the bridge.  Walk and cycle lanes will also be 
kept open to allow for walkers and cyclists.  
 
There will be an inconvenience to the regular users of the bridge and a working party was 
established in the early stages of planning to ensure that all the bases were covered with 
the community around the replacement of the Sturges Road bridge, especially around the 
traffic management plan. 
 
Eco-Matters 5th Birthday 
Congratulations to Gretchen Schubeck and her team for the fantastic work they have 
achieved over the past 5 years.  Well done and keep up the good work. 
 
Summerland Drive Traffic Issues 
Local residents raised issues with the Waitakere Community Board in 2006 around traffic 
and in particular speeding in Summerland Drive, near the primary school.  
 
A meeting was organised and interested parties invited to attend.  The residents, 
Community Board, Western Heights Residents and Ratepayers Association and the 
School, first came together in November 2006 and have worked together to secure a 
satisfactory outcome. 
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Many initiatives were put in place from signage to speed indicator signs to 
roading/engineering infrastructure.   
 
The group had its last meeting in June 2007 and following a review later this year another 
meeting will be organised to present the reviewed information to the community. 
 
The Board extend its thanks to all who religiously attended the meetings continuously 
monitored initiatives, provided feedback and potential solutions. 
 
Bruce McLaren Road Pedestrian Crossing 

A1 There has been a lot of work going on in McLaren Park and sometimes it takes ages to 
see any physical results, but one that has happened with reasonable speed has been the 
moving of the pedestrian crossing outside Bruce McLaren Intermediate School. 
 
The position of the pedestrian crossing created risks for users including school students 
and the school requested it be moved. School Principal David Crickmer is very pleased 
with the outcome.  A copy of the letter of appreciation sent to the Board is attached at 
page A1.

8 ARMADA DRIVE CYCLEWAY 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek approval from the Waitakere Community Board for 
changes to traffic management associated with the Armada Drive Cycleway.  
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The Council intends to construct cycleways throughout Waitakere, and one of these 
routes will be the Armada Drive Cycleway. 
 
The cycle route will run from the Armada Drive / Luanda Drive intersection, Ranui, to the 
Henderson Railway Station.  The cycle route travels along Armada Drive, Ranui Station 
Road, Metcalfe Road, Munroe Road, Summerland Drive, Harvest Drive, Sturges Road, 
Vintage Drive, through the Henderson Park connecting with the Twin Streams Cycle 
Route, and along Smythe Road to the Henderson Railway Station.   
 
The route will comprise of on road sections marked by a series of signs.  Some sections 
will be off road with small amendments made to existing intersections to allow young and 
non confident cyclists an alternative means across/through the intersection to the road.  
As part of the cycle route it is intended to install speed humps along Smythe Road to slow 
down traffic. 
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform provides the strategic 
context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and communications systems that 
provide fast, effective services and for city travel facilitated by integrated, environmentally 
responsible and innovative design, with a focus on meeting the essential needs of all, for 
access, communication, and safety. 
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ISSUES 
 
The Council is currently progressing design work for the Armada Drive route.  As the 
route is mostly on roads a number of changes will need to occur to the traffic 
management of the roads the route follows in order to make it safe and more comfortable 
for cyclists. 

 
A2-A4  It is proposed to install dedicated walk/cycleways at the intersection of Summerland Drive 

and Harvest Drive, and on Summerland Drive opposite the intersection with Waterstone 
Way which will provide a safe crossing point for cyclists and pedestrians.  No stopping 
lines are required to provide adequate sightlines between drivers and cyclists.  These 
proposals are shown in the attachments at pages A2 to A4 of the agenda. 
 
Consultation was carried out with a letter delivered to all residents along the proposed 
route.  Plans detailing any changes were provided along with an explanation of these 
changes.  
 
Four responses were received.  One was in favour of the route while the other three 
expressed minor safety concerns.  The Council has responded in writing giving further 
detail to any measures that are being put in place to eliminate safety issues and 
addressing the other concerns. 
  
Decision Making 
 
This proposal is presented with due consideration of relevant criteria, as required by 
Section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002.  The principal community outcome to be 
derived is an improvement in the level of traffic management resulting in an increase in 
safety and convenience for residents of the City. 
 
RESOURCES 
 
The proposed cycleway can be implemented under the On Road Cycleways 2007/2008 
budget within Transport Assets. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The provision of a cycleway from Armada Drive through to the Henderson Railway 
Station is an important component of the Council’s support for development of the 
cycleway network.  It will provide a safe and direct route for many cyclists travelling 
towards Henderson.  
 
The no stopping lines will improve the sight lines between drivers and cyclists.  They will 
also allow cyclists to have a safe and continuous ride without being obstructed by parked 
cars. 
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. That the Armada Drive Cycleway report be received. 

2. That in relation to HARVEST DRIVE and SUMMERLAND DRIVE: 

(a) That all existing parking restrictions or limitations currently applicable to 
HARVEST DRIVE and SUMMERLAND DRIVE imposed by any prior 
resolution (including resolutions of any former authority), that are affected, 
or superseded, or replaced by part (b) of this resolution, cease to have any 
force and effect as from the date of this determination provided however 
that any current enforcement action by way of prosecution arising from, or 
infringement notice issued in relation to, any non-compliance with or 
breach of any such parking restriction or limitation be authorised to be 
concluded in the normal manner.

9 HENDERSON VALLEY ROAD, HENDERSON – NEW NO STOPPING AT ALL TIMES 
PARKING RESTRICTION 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the Waitakere Community Board’s approval for a 
new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction on Henderson Valley Road, opposite 
Henderson Valley Primary School by the intersection with Gum Road. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
A request has been received to install a No Stopping At All Times parking restriction on 
Henderson Valley Road by the Gum Road intersection.  This section of Henderson Valley 
Road is close to a bend and opposite the Henderson Valley Primary School.  At school 
pick up and drop off times, parents’ park vehicles on both sides of the road narrowing the 
road to one traffic lane. 
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform provides the strategic 
context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and communications systems that 
provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated by integrated, environmentally 
responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on meeting the essential needs of all, for 
access, communication, and safety. 
 
No Stopping At All Times restrictions can be applied to ensure efficient, safe movement 
on roads by keeping traffic lanes and visibility lines clear. 
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ISSUES 
 
A customer has advised the Council that when vehicles are parking legally on both sides 
of Henderson Valley Road, the road is reduced to one traffic lane.  This section of 
Henderson Valley Road is on a bend and has no footpath on the west side of the road.  
Parking outside the school is at a premium at pick up and drop off times and parents 
sometimes double park behind the angle parked vehicles.  Because of the swale drain 
opposite the school, vehicles park in the traffic lane.  This behaviour reduces the road to 
one lane and therefore compromises road safety. 
 
A site visit has been conducted and the Council officer believes this request is 
reasonable. 
 
Consultation was carried out with the properties that will be directly affected by the 
proposed changes and to date no response has been received. 
 

A5  The location of the new No Parking At All Times parking restriction is shown on the aerial 
photograph attached at page A5 of the agenda. 
 
Decision Making 
 
This proposal is presented with due consideration of relevant criteria, as required by 
Section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002.  The principal community outcome to be 
derived is an improvement in the level of traffic management resulting in an increase in 
safety and convenience for residents of the City. 
 
RESOURCES 
 
The new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction can be implemented under the 
2007/2008 Annual Plan maintenance budgets. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction is recommended to ensure that the 
vehicles are parked in a defined area without obstructing traffic flows and reducing the 
traffic flow to one lane.

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10 STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AT MARINE PARADE SOUTH, PIHA 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the Waitakere Community Board’s approval to 
proceed to design and construction of two separate flood-management facilities within 
Marine Parade South, Piha. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Marine Parade South in Piha is subject to frequent flooding - recording approximately two 
reported events every year for the past five years. 
 
The Council has evaluated a number of possible options to both better manage 
stormwater flooding and address wider community concerns identified by local community 
groups. 
 
These options together with recommendations were sent to local residents and 
community groups for comment on 22 May 2007 in the Preliminary Options Assessment. 
 
This report provides an evaluation of the options and the results of community 
consultation to enable the Waitakere Community Board to consider preferred options. 
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
This project contributes to the Council’s strategic platforms of Three Waters and Green 
Network.  
 
The Council’s Stormwater Strategy contributes to the outcomes sought in a number of the 
strategic objectives set by the Council.  In the Green Network these relate to managing 
stormwater in harmony with the natural water cycle, keeping up with the growth of the 
City, reducing land slippage and erosion, protecting the health and safety of people, 
protecting the natural environment, and partnerships are addressed within the strategy. 
 
In addition, stormwater solutions should be planned and designed in conjunction with the 
wider design initiatives being carried out within the Urban Villages pathway, such as 
neighbourhood and town centre plans, new subdivision design and structure plans to 
ensure that natural environments are integrated into the stormwater management and 
that ecosystems, such as streams, are a fully functional part of these areas. 
 
ISSUES 
 
Flooding is localised within two separate areas – in the northern carpark near No. 31 
Marine Parade South and, in the southern carpark near No. 11 Marine Parade South.  
Flooding also affects some private properties – notably No.’s 11 and 31 Marine Parade 
South.  
 
Flooding is caused by the inadequacy of existing stormwater handling facilities and the 
frequent blockage of these facilities by blown sand. 
 
The issues of concern relate to the loss of access and flooding of private property, loss of 
use of council-owned carparks and possible contamination of stormwater.  
 
Stormwater running from urban areas may contain gross pollutants (mainly organic – 
grass clippings, leaves and 20-25% litter, mainly as paper), suspended solids, metals, 
toxic organic oils and surfactants, nutrients, micro organisms and oxygen demanding 
materials.  New Zealand studies show road dust and road runoff can contain high 
concentrations of pollutants, particularly zinc and copper from tyre and brake wear and 
polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons from the combustion of fuel and leaked oil.  
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At Marine Parade South, the carparks are comparatively lightly used and the 
contamination of most concern is considered to be litter.  Accordingly, design concepts 
have focused on litter removal as the principle stormwater treatment objective. 
 
Objectives 
 
The primary objective of this study is to recommend solutions to eliminate flooding along 
Marine Parade South.  Only flood-eliminating solutions adequate for a 1 in 10 year rainfall 
event have been considered. 
 
The recommended solutions are identified by delivering the best mix of community 
outcomes and cost. 
 
A number of community objectives have been identified.  These are that any new 
stormwater system must: 
 
• avoid creating new outfalls within the dunes, discharging onto the beach and where 

possible remove existing outfalls and discharges  from the dunes and beach;  
• avoid the increase of stormwater discharging into the existing concrete lined channel;  
• not discharge stormwater into Te Wai o Kahu (Piha Stream). 
 
In addition to the above, Council’s own objectives include: 
 
• the responsible use of ratepayers’ funds.  This may include the utilisation of existing 

assets and the consolidation of existing stormwater systems where possible;  
• the improvement of environmental outcomes via the treatment of stormwater where 

practicable;   
• that options are safe and minimise inconvenience for the public. 
 
Options 
 

A6-A9 A number of options have been considered, as shown in the attachment at pages A6 to 
A9 of the agenda. 
 
As shown in Table 1 of the Preliminary Options Assessment, no option satisfies every 
objective completely.

Nonetheless, Option 2 and Option 1 for the northern and southern car parks respectively, 
emerge as the preferred options. 
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Consultation 
 
The following community groups and residents were contacted: 
 
• Piha Coast Care Group; 
• Piha Residents and Ratepayers Association; 
• Piha Surf Lifesaving Club;  
• Piha/Karekare Local Water Agenda Group;  
• Te Kawerau A Maki;  
• The Owners of 11 and 31 to 53 (inclusive) Marine Parade South;  
• Waitakere Community Board;  
• Wildcoast Boardriders Club Inc. 
 
Five responses were received and these are summarised below: 
 
• The owners of No. 51 Marine Parade South.  “The recommendations make sense and 

are both realistic and reasonable.”;   
• The owner of No. 33 Marine Parade South.  Is not supportive of any of the 

recommendations within the Preliminary Options Assessment suggesting that 
stormwater quality issues will be inadequately addressed.  Instead, he suggests 
relocating the existing wastewater facilities and utilising the same area to construct a 
stormwater settling pond; 

• The owner of No. 11 Marine Parade South.  Their comments relate only to the 
southern carpark (the area directly affecting No. 11 Marine Parade South).  He makes 
some points of minor but important clarification and concludes with, “I support 
Southern Carpark Option 1 as providing the best long term solution to flooding at 
Marine Parade South”; 

• The Technical Advisor to the Piha Coast Care Group.  He states, “I agree with the 
recommendations for the northern and southern carpark as the most practical and 
cost effective”.  He goes on to suggest that more detail is required in the stormwater 
treatment proposal.  This was subsequently discussed with him and Council explained 
that only a primary level of treatment is required.  He expressed satisfaction with this 
clarification; 

• The owner of No 47 Marine Parade South.  “We have read the report and also asked 
for advice from people with knowledge in this area.  We all concur with Council that at 
this preliminary stage Option 2 for the Northern car park and Option 1 for the 
Southern car park are the preferred options.  We are totally against any option that 
would involve discharge into the Piha Stream.” 

 
In summary, responses to the consultation phase have been generally favourable to the 
recommendations made in the Preliminary Options Assessment. 
 
One notable exception to this is the response from the owner of No. 33 Marine Parade 
South. 
 
He questions stormwater treatment efficacy with anything other than a settling pond 
approach. 
 
The level of treatment contemplated in the Preliminary Options Assessment is of only the 
most basic kind and will not provide settling or hydrocarbon removal to the level that he 
may be seeking. 
 
Furthermore, his suggestion is premised on the re-location of the existing wastewater 
settling pond.  When taken together with the construction of a new stormwater settling 
pond this possible option moves significantly beyond the scope and budget of this project. 
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Finally, it is important to note that his solution would involve a discharge into the Piha 
Stream - a concept strongly resisted by the owners of No. 47 Marine Parade South and 
Te Kawerau a Maki, if not others. 
 
No further consultation is contemplated. 
 
Consents 
 
This work will require Auckland Regional Council (ARC) and Council resource consents. 
 
Conditions of these consents are unknown but are considered unlikely to present 
prohibitive difficulties. 
 
Timing 
 
Site survey work is currently underway. 
 
It is envisaged that the ARC resource consent application process will take three months. 
 
With detailed design and tendering processes included and the difficulty of construction 
on this popular site during the summer holiday season it is envisaged that construction 
will start in March 2008. 
 
RESOURCES 
 
Total costs are estimated as follows:

This is a total project cost of $436,000 excluding GST. 
 
Funding for implementation of these options has been provided in the 2007/2008 Annual 
Plan in the road and stormwater budgets. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The current Stormwater Management network within the two carparks at Marine Parade 
South in Piha requires upgrading to eliminate flooding for storms of less than 1 in 10 year 
frequency and provide an acceptable degree of treatment to manage gross pollutants. 
 
The solution for each of the two sites on Marine Parade South is to collect and pipe 
stormwater to a local gross pollutant trap then to discharge into the existing concrete lined 
channel. 
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The preferred solutions of piping stormwater to an existing concrete lined channel via a 
gross pollutant trap have been generally well received by respondents in the consultation 
process. 
 
These solutions present the best overall mix of community and council objectives. 
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. That the Stormwater Management at Marine Parade South, Piha report be 

received. 

2. That Option 2 for the northern carpark near No. 31 Marine Parade South, Piha, 
the construction of a new stormwater line and local treatment facility connecting to 
the existing concrete lined channel be approved. 

3. That Option 1 for the southern carpark near No. 11 Marine Parade South, Piha, 
the construction of a new stormwater line and local treatment facility connecting to 
the existing concrete lined channel be approved.

11 PROPOSED LEASE TO KIWI TRIKERS SOCIAL CLUB INCORPORATED OF PART 
OF CORBAN GREEN AND LOCATION OF BUILDING ON CORBAN GREEN 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to provide analysis of the submissions and objections 
received in response to the proposal to grant a lease to the Kiwi Trikers Social Club 
Incorporated (Kiwi Trikers) of part of Corban Green reserve and to recommend that the 
Waitakere Community Board grants a lease of part of Corban Green reserve to the Kiwi 
Trikers and approve that a Project Twin Streams house (building) be located on Corban 
Green for the purposes of a club house.   
 
BACKGROUND 
 
A report was presented to the Waitakere Community Board at its meeting in April 2007.  
The report sought approval to grant a lease of part of Corban Green to the Kiwi Trikers 
subject to any submissions received through a public notice process.   
 
The resolutions approved by the Board are set out below.  
 

“2.  That the Waitakere Community Board approve the public notification of 
Council’s intention to grant a lease to the Kiwi Trikers Social Club 
Incorporated for part of Corban Green under section 54(1)(b) of the 
Reserves Act 1977. 

 
3. That in the absence of any objections or submissions the Chief Executive 

Officer be given authority to seek the consent of the Minster of 
Conservation and negotiate and execute a lease with the Kiwi Trikers 
Social Club Incorporated under section 54(1)(b) of the Reserves Act 
1977. 

 
4. That the proposal to relocate a Project Twin Streams house to Corban 

Green for use as a club house for Kiwi Trikers Social club Incorporated 
(at the expense of Kiwi Trikers) be approved.” 

        541/2007 
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In response to the above resolutions Council officers have now completed a public notice 
process under which a number of submissions were received.  The issues arising from 
these submissions and the Council’s response to those are set out under Issues below.   
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The provision of community buildings within parks falls under the platform of Strong 
Communities.  This platform addresses the health and well-being of Waitakere’s residents 
including the development of leisure facilities.  
 
The Community Leases Policy identifies that priority for leases will be given to, among 
other things, to groups that increase the participation in community activities.  The 
submission received from the Kiwi Trikers attached many letters of support and thanks 
from local organisations and schools where Kiwi Trikers have participated in their events 
and contributed to fund raising.    
 
The draft Parks and Open Space Strategy contains strategies and objectives in relation to 
parks and aims to improve the quality of parks generally.  It is considered that the 
proposed location of the building and the preliminary design of Corban Green is not 
inconsistent with these objectives. 
 
ISSUES 
 

A10-A17 A table summarising the submissions relating to the proposed lease are attached at 
pages A10 to A17 of the agenda.   

 
A18-A60  Copies of the submissions are attached at pages A18 to A60 of the agenda.   
 

1. Main Issues Raised in Submissions Opposed to Proposal  
 

Traffic Issues 
 
The following issues were raised by submitters in relation to traffic issues:  
 
• that there is insufficient area on the proposed site to locate 120 members and 

vehicles;  
• that a building located on the corner site will restrict visibility;  
• that there are concerns about the blind entry and exit to the proposed corner 

site. 
 
Council officers have consulted with the Transport Assets team of the Council and 
determined that any visibility and entry and exit issues may be addressed through 
the design process.   
 
An indicative site layout design has been attached at A3 of this Agenda report.  The 
design was undertaken as there were a number of issues raised in the submissions 
which questioned the effects on amenity and ability to fit existing and possible future 
infrastructure within the Corban Green site.   
 
The indicative design therefore shows how a number of these issues can be 
addressed through adequate design for the site and confirms there are no 
significant spatial issues.  The indicative design shows that a temporary driveway 
will be located near the corner of the intersection – but that this may be required to 
be re-located to the area indicated on the plan with any increases in traffic that 
might arise in the future with further development of the adjacent industrial areas.  A 
second driveway further along Corban Avenue will also assist to reduce any 
reduction in visibility in entering and exiting Corban Green. 
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Open Space 
 
The following issues were raised by submitters in relation to the above:  
 
• that any open space land should be enhanced rather than permitting buildings 

to be located on the land;  
• that the proposed activity is not one for which the land was vested in Council.  
 
Corban Green currently has little conservation or recreational value.  The land was 
vested in Council in 1985 as part of a sub-division.  At this stage there is no built 
infrastructure or recreational or play structures on Corban Green.  The site is a wide 
open grass area with some exotic specimen trees.  Currently it acts as a wide road 
reserve and is underutilised from a recreational perspective, its main benefit 
currently being as a wide buffer between the school and the road.  It is therefore 
considered that Corban Green is an appropriate site for locating the built form of 
community facilities such as the Kiwi Trikers and any possible additional community 
facilities that might be considered appropriate in the future.  
 
In terms of the additional community facility shown on the indicative plan it is noted 
that the actual location of this building on Corban Green or at another location will 
be determined through a feasibility study that is currently being undertaken by 
Council.  The feasibility study is due for completion in November 2007. The 
indicative plan was prepared in order to assess the potential impact that the lease to 
Kiwi Trikers would have to the possible location of a community facility within the 
remainder of the site. 
 
Security Issues 
 
The following issues have been raised by submitters:  
 
• that the site may not be any more secure than Kiwi Trikers existing location on 

Corban Reserve;  
• that there would be an increase in existing problems in the Corban Green area 

relating to vandalism, graffiti and burglaries if the Kiwi Trikers are permitted to 
be located on the site. 

 
Security issues have been considered as part of the preliminary design process.  It 
is also proposed that there will be conditions in the lease requiring the Kiwi Trikers 
to maintain the building and premises to a standard that is acceptable to Council 
and including the removal of tagging.  It is believed that these will help to reduce 
vandalism of the building.  Also, the proposed planting plan shown on the indicative 
design will assist in increasing the visual amenity of Corban Green – and to assist to 
reduce vandalism.  One of the major issues with the previous site on Corban 
Reserve was the lack of visibility and surveillance from passers-by and adjacent 
activities (whether industrial or residential).  The site at Corban Green has a good 
level of visibility and surveillance and it is believed will be less likely to sustain the 
level and extremity of vandalism that occurred to the clubroom within Corban 
Reserve. 
 
Activities of Kiwi Trikers  
 
The following concerns were raised in relation to the above:  
 
• that the building will be used as a social club;  
• that there are concerns about the use of alcohol. 
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Again, there will be conditions imposed on the Kiwi Trikers under the lease in 
relation to the activities of the club.  It is noted that many clubs occupying land 
owned by the Council have liquor licences – and it is anticipated that Kiwi Trikers 
may apply for a liquor licence for the premises.  The lease will also therefore contain 
conditions relating to the use of liquor.   It is believed that these issues can be 
adequately addressed through the lease, as with other clubs utilising Council land. 
 
Visual Impacts of Building and Use by Kiwi Trikers  
 
The following submissions were received in relation to the above:  
 
• that the building will detract from the commercial showroom “St Michels” located 

opposite Corban Green and that the building is not in keeping with the standard 
of existing buildings;  

• that the building will devalue the business profile of the area generally.  
 
The proposed preliminary design is intended to enhance the amenity of the 
environments surrounding Corban Green.  The preliminary design shows that it is 
Council’s intention to improve the visual amenity of Corban Green from its current 
condition.   
 
The location the Kiwi Trikers club house will be adjacent to a car yard.  It is 
considered that this is an appropriate location for the Kiwi Trikers club house given 
the semi-industrial nature of tri-biking activities.   
 
The Council discounted the location of the building in the proposed location of the 
community facility on the basis that it would be inappropriate to locate the Kiwi 
Trikers building within close proximity of residential properties.   
 
The Council will ensure the proposed high amenity value of Corban Green is 
maintained through conditions that will be imposed in the proposed lease to Kiwi 
Trikers, such as paint colour of the building and associated landscape works to 
improve the amenity of the building and surrounds.  
 
Public Consultation 
 
The following main issues were raised in submissions:  
 
• that there has been a lack of public consultation and that neighbours and 

stakeholders have not been consulted in relation to the proposal;  
• that the Agenda report of 3 April 2007 stated that if this lease were a “new” 

lease it would have been unlikely to have been granted based on the criteria of 
the Community Outcomes.  

 
The public notification to which these submissions relate are part of the public 
consultation process.  In addition it may be necessary to carry out a further public 
consultation process as part of the resource consent process that Kiwi Trikers 
would have to undergo to relocate the house onto the site.  This may involve 
consulting directly with affected neighbours. 
 
It is noted that the proposed lease is a new lease – but that Council has leased to 
the Kiwi Trikers for approximately 12 years.  The main reason the Kiwi Trikers are 
seeking approval of a new lease is because the previous leased premises were 
damaged by fire and are now unable to be used for any purposes.  The Kiwi Trikers 
are also unable to obtain insurance in respect of that building due to its current 
location with no surveillance.   
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Council officers understand that Kiwi Trikers inability to obtain insurance relates 
only to the premises on Corban Reserve due to the lack of surveillance – and not to 
the proposed location at Corban Green.  
 
In terms of the Community Outcomes, the decision making tables and the 
submission analysis provide details on how the proposed lease meets the relevant 
Community Outcomes.   
 
Proposed Community Facility  
 
The following submissions were received:  
 
• that the proposed community facility should be given priority and that no 

decisions should be made in relation to the proposed site until a decision has 
been made regarding the location of the proposed community facility; 

• that alternative sites for Kiwi Trikers should be investigated;  
• that any funding should be used to develop the proposed community facility as 

there will be greater benefit.  
 
As mentioned above, the Council has commissioned a feasibility study to look at the 
options available for locating a community facility in the McLaren Park area.  The 
feasibility study may or may not determine Corban Green as a suitable location.   
 
However, the indicative design shows that if it were determined that Corban Green 
is an appropriate location for the community facility that both the facility and the Kiwi 
Trikers building can be located on Corban Green.   
 
The preliminary design shows that both buildings can be incorporated on Corban 
Green in a way that enhances the visual amenity of Corban Green and surrounding 
environment and does not compromise and/or limit the development of a 
significantly sized community facility with associated infrastructure such as 
carparking and outdoor areas.  The establishment of the Kiwi Trikers building on 
Corban Green would not foreclose the option of locating a community facility on the 
reserve in the future.   
 
In terms of funding, the Council’s recently adopted Annual Plan has programmed a 
budget to develop a community facility in the McLaren Park area.  Therefore, any 
costs that Council contributes toward the proposed lease to Kiwi Trikers are 
independent of the budget set aside for the community facility.  
 
A feasibility study has been undertaken by EcoWater in terms of the costs for 
wastewater connection.  It is estimated that the costs will be over $35,000.   
 
In accordance with Ecowater’s policy regarding the provision of services 
connections within 60 meters of the property boundary the Group Manager Asset 
Management has confirmed that Council will be responsible for contracting the 
engineering services and covering 2/3rds of the estimated cost.  Council’s 
contribution to the proposed lease to Kiwi Trikers will however be limited to the 
provision of services connection.  
 
It has also been confirmed that Kiwi Triker’s contribution towards the provision of 
wastewater connection to the building will be limited to $11,000.   
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Impact on School  
  
The following submissions were received:  
 
• that the proposed site is located near to the school and especially the school’s 

sports fields;  
• concern that as there is no riding track for the three wheelers that the premises 

will be used mainly for social gathering and the sale of alcohol. 
 
It is acknowledged that the location of the Kiwi Trikers building will be within close 
proximity of the school.  However, the preliminary design shows that there is 
adequate space to provide planting along the boundary of the school and Corban 
Green that will screen the location of the building from the school, if considered 
desirable.   
 
Again, as mentioned above, the Council proposes to include various conditions 
within the lease to reduce any activities of the Kiwi Trikers that may have adverse 
effects on the school, such as conditions relating to the use of alcohol.   
 
Environmental Impacts 
 
Concerns were raised regarding possible environmental impacts and the issue of 
resource consents, management plans, development of Corban Green and traffic 
issues were also raised.  
 
At this stage of the process, resource consent applications have not been lodged 
because a decision has not yet been made regarding the lease.  If the proposal is 
approved, a resource consent application will need to be lodged by the Kiwi Trikers 
and issues relating to environmental impacts, traffic management and visibility are 
required to be addressed through the resource consent process.   

 
2. Main Issues Raised in Submissions Supporting Proposal 
 

One submission was received in support of the proposal.  The main issues in the 
submission are:  
 
• that the Kiwi Trikers have had a lease from the Council for approximately 12 

years and have not been in breach of the lease;  
• that the proposal to locate a building on Corban’s Green was initially suggested 

by Council and Councillors in response to the Kiwi Trikers request for another 
lease given that the existing building on Corbans Reserve was uninhabitable;  

• that the building will be used in the weekends and evenings and that there will 
be a “presence”  on the site – which will help to reduce any security issues;  

• that the Kiwi Trikers propose that the building will be available for use by other 
community groups and that the use as an after school care facility be 
considered.  

 
The submission also attached a number of letters of support from various 
community organisations, pre-schools and schools thanking Kiwi Trikers for their 
support in events and fund raising galas.  These are also attached at A2.   
 
Officers Consideration of Issues  
 
Council officers have fully considered the issues that have been raised through the 
submission process.  In particular, of the issues set out above, it is considered that 
the most significant issues are:  
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• that there may be reduced visibility relating to access as the building will be 
located on a corner site and the possibility of reduced visibility when entering 
and exiting the site;  

• that the social activities of the Kiwi Trikers may not be appropriate especially 
given the proximity to the school and neighbouring properties and businesses;  

• that the visual impacts of the building will reduce the quality of neighbouring 
business and the environment generally.  

• that the allocation of the lease area may limit potential for a community facility in 
the future, if this site was considered appropriate for such a facility. 

 
It is believed that these issues have been positively addressed through the 
proposed preliminary design and in the ways mentioned above – these are 
reiterated in summary below.  
 
Traffic Issues 
 
The Transport Assets team of the Council believes that the proposed preliminary 
design shows that there is sufficient area within Corban Green to locate the building 
away from the road in order to maintain the required visibility by passing traffic.   
 
The Transport Assets team also requested that the driveway is located opposite 
Enterprise Drive – but that where the volume of traffic increases at the intersection 
the driveway should be re-located to the area indicated on the proposed preliminary 
plan.  
 
Council officers are therefore satisfied that the proposed preliminary plan, at this 
stage, meets the concerns raised relating to traffic issues – although this will be 
subject to a more detailed resource consent process.  
 
Activities of Kiwi Trikers 
 
It is anticipated that the building will be used for social as well as administrative 
purposes of Kiwi Trikers and it is acknowledged that there is no track at the 
proposed site.  It is also acknowledged that it is likely that the Kiwi Trikers would 
seek a liquor licence for the premises.  However, it is proposed that the lease of the 
site would impose conditions on the use of trikes at the site and the use of alcohol.    
 
Visual Impacts of Building 
 
Council officers have prepared an extensive design of the location of the proposed 
building (as well as the possible community facility) together with a planting plan 
and detailing the proposed entry and exit areas into the Corban Green and car 
parking.   
 
It is acknowledged that the proposed design is subject to the resource consent and 
building consent process and any requirements of this process.  
 
Council officers consider that the proposed design and planting plan will create a 
much greater amenity value of Corban Green and that the building can be 
incorporated into the site to enhance the environment.   
 
The Council will also require the Kiwi Trikers to paint the building a colour that 
contributes to the visual amenity and to maintain the premises to acceptable 
standards.   
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3. Proposal Limitation for Possible Future Community Facility 
 

The preliminary design has been prepared in order to indicate that from a spatial 
perspective, within the Corban Green site, there is the potential to locate both the 
Kiwi Trikers clubroom and lease area and also an extensive community facility.  It is 
not considered that the corner lease site for Kiwi Trikers would provide any 
significant increase in opportunity relating to any possible community facility and 
that the lease to Kiwi Trikers of this area would not compromise the potential for 
Corban Green to be considered as a location for a community facility. 

 
Decision Making 
 
There has been community and Council consultation relating to the decision-making for 
provision of a lease to Kiwi Trikers on Corban Green.   The options relating to the current 
lease issues and resolution of those with a transfer of lease area to Kiwi Trikers have 
been assessed against relevant criteria in accordance with Section 76, 77, 78, 80, and 82 
of the Local Government Act 2002 and it is considered that the decision making around 
the proposed lease meets the requirements for decision making as outlined in the Local 
Government Act 2002. 
 
In particular:

Consideration of ways of dealing with the issue of 
the Kiwi Trikers not being able to gain insurance 
due to current location were considered by 
Councillors and Council officers.

Community outcomes as identified in the WCC 
community outcomes document 2006-2009 and the 
strong communities strategic platform are 
supported by the following:  

 

• The group provide significant connection with 
a range of different community groups through 
fund-raising and participation in local 
community activities.  The group has 
confirmed the clubroom can be used for other 
community groups (eg. after school care) 
thereby creating a supporting place and local 
focal point where people can gather. 

• Consideration has also been given to the fact 
that the community group has had a lease for 
twelve years with Council and only required a 
new lease footprint due to issues relating to 
their current site that were beyond their 
control.  It was considered a ‘transfer of lease’ 
issue which is currently a situation not 
addressed within the lease policy. 
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• That this group is considered to provide other 
community outcomes through their fund-
raising and other activities.

Other options were considered under section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002 
including other reserves nearby and the ‘do nothing’ approach.  There are no other local 
parks in the area that would facilitate a clubroom lease such as this or that have adequate 
surveillance to address the vandalism issues that were encountered in the previous lease 
area, and which instigated the need for a transfer of the lease for the clubroom.  As 
requested in December 2005 by the Waitakere Community Board, Corban Green was 
identified as the prime location for investigation as there is very little Council owned land 
within the immediate area. 
 
The do nothing option would not provide the outcomes desired by Waitakere Community 
Board who had initiated the investigation in an alternative site lease area for the Kiwi 
Trikers.  In addition this would mean Council no longer supporting a club that had a long-
standing lease for community use which provides some of the desired community 
outcomes identified by Council and provides for criteria within the Community Leases 
Policy 1998.

RESOURCES 
 
The resource consent and physical works for the Kiwi Trikers clubroom would be fully 
funded by the Kiwi Trikers.  This will include any design work necessary for the consents.  
 
Part of the costs for the connection of utility services to Corban Green will be undertaken 
by Council as detailed above under Proposed Community Facility.   
 
CONCLUSION 
 
Council officers acknowledge the submissions received in response to the public 
notification of the proposed lease to Kiwi Trikers and location of a building on Corban 
Green.   
 
However, a preliminary design for Corban Green has been prepared to ensure that the 
spatial and amenity issues raised in the submissions can be adequately addressed.   
 
Council staff believe that the preliminary design shows how the proposed Kiwi Trikers 
building and possible community facility can be adequately incorporated within Corban 
Green in a way that enhances the use of Corban Green and improves the visual amenity 
of the environment.  The proposed design does not provide any significant compromise to 
any future community facility that might be considered on the site.  
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In addition, it is considered that the preliminary design also indicates how other issues 
raised in the submissions can be adequately addressed through the overall site works 
and location of the building and associated infrastructure. 
 
In terms of maintaining the proposed design, the following main terms of lease will be 
imposed:  
 
• that the location of the Kiwi Trikers (and possible community facility) and additional 

renovations must comply with the proposed design;  
• that the use of trikes and vehicles must comply with the terms of resource consent 

and  within certain reasonable hours;  
• that any use of alcohol must comply with the terms of a liquor licence and within 

certain reasonable hours;  
• that the building and premises must be maintained in accordance with the proposed 

design and certain reasonable conditions;  
• that the Kiwi Trikers must share the building with other community groups to a 

reasonable extent as determined in the lease; 
• that Kiwi Trikers are able to obtain insurance in respect of the building to the approval 

of Council;  
• that any approval of the lease by the Community Board is subject to resource consent 

and building consent; 
• that the rental for the building will be in accordance with Council’s leases policy;  
• that the lease will be for the standard term of five years with one renewal of five years.  
 
It is therefore recommended that a lease of part of Corban Green is appropriate within 
this location and is granted to the Kiwi Trikers and that the building is located on the site 
in accordance with the preliminary design subject to any conditions of the resource 
consent and building consent process.  
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. That the Proposed Lease to Kiwi Trikers Social Club Incorporated of Part of 

Corban Green and Location of Building on Corban Green report be received. 

A61 2. That the Chief Executive Officer be given authority to seek the consent of the 
Minister of Conservation and to negotiate and grant a lease under the Reserves 
Act 1977 for a term of five years with one renewal of five years in respect of part 
of Corban Green as shown on the preliminary design attached at page A61 and 
that the final location be subject to conditions imposed through the resource 
consent and building consent process.   

3. That the location of a Project Twin Streams house on part of Corban Green for the 
purposes of a club house for the Kiwi Trikers Social Club Incorporated be 
approved subject to conditions imposed through the resource consent and 
building consent process.
