


‘one stop’ city centres

The redesign of urban Waitakere will make city and village centres safe and
convenient community hubs. Shops, businesses, schools, community facilities
and parks will be handy to one another. Waitakere is shaping city centres as
walkable villages, where everything is roughly a ten minute walk (800 metres)

from the centre.

urban villages

Waitakere City has a town centre revitalisation programme upgrading the
centres of Mew Lynn, Henderson, Titirangi, Glen Eden and Te Atatu Peninsula
with other centres to follow.

The new design of these centres makes them easier places for people to
get around, with better access to work and transport, shopping and housing:
Mew paving, seating, park areas and planting make them mere attractive
centres for community life. Some streets have alse been altered to slow

traffic down.

housing variety

Housing developments with a greater variety of housing styles and choices
are already underway in New Lynn, Ranui and at the Harbour Yiew Estate
on Te Atatu Peninsula.

There are cheoices of terrace housing, apartments, tewnhouses, close
to town centres and public transport routes for these whao de net want to
live in traditional suburban homes.

At the same time, the style of older neighbourhoods will be kept intact.

Future housing will not be allowed to sprawl te cutlying bush and farm areas.

employment and workplaces

The Council is creating more opportunities for what is known as a ‘mixed
use’ approach to encouraging employment in and around city centres.

It will cater for trends toward smaller, clean businesses. This enables shops.
businesses and homes te be run either out of che same buildings, er nearby.
This helps build up a lively and safer community and is more convenient for

business and residents alike. Areas such as Henderson Valley and Central Park

Drive will cater for larger industries.

Waitakere's new urban design creates movement networks for
pecple to get around. Right now, mest pecple are dependent on cars
to get anywhere. YWhen access te trains and buses is easier, more
people use them, which in turn leads te more frequent and better
public transport services. More activity close to public transport
routes also brings more passengers. Improved connections are being
established berween city centres and major bus and train routes. Maore

opportunities for people te walk and cycle safely are also being developed.

nature in the city

Waitakere is working on a Green Network of parks, streams, reserve
and bush throughout the city. Streams and parks in housing areas and
city centres will be linked up and protected. Programmes are underway
with local people to clean up streams, replant trees and shrubs, clear out

weeds and make these natural areas more welcoming for people.

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pressure.

Farmland is disappearing fast.
Roads are choked. People travel
long distances from home to work
spending hours behind the wheel.
The young and eold are isolated

from places for recreation.
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In the past 33 years, the
Auckland region’s population grew by 78 percent, the number
of vehicles went up by 314 percent, and developed land has

doubled (30,000 hectares to 60,000 hectares).

the downside

® chaotic peak hour traffic jams mean lost time for business
as it becomes more difficult for employees and customers
to get around the city
® |ost open space as urban areas sprawl into rural, bush,
and coastal areas causing costly damage to the environment
® soaring costs for building and managing distant roads, sewers
and water supplies to sprawling suburbs
® more air pollution as more people travel longer distances

® high social costs as people spend more time in cars and less

time with each other
