Under the First Past the Post system, the
candidates with the most votes are declared
elected, until all vacancies are filled. You
simply tick the boxes next to your preferred
candidates, up to the number of vacancies
per issue. This system is being used for all
issues in the Waitakere City Council 2007
Local Authority Elections, except for the
Waitemata District Health Board.
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You simply use numbers instead of ticks,
and rank candidates in order of
preference - 1,2,3,4 and so on. By giving
the number 1 to a candidate you are
saying that this is the person you most
want to be elected. You can rank all the
candidates on the voting document, or as
many candidates as you wish.
