Reserves Management Plan which includes Luckens Reserve. Unfortunately, the
submission period has closed, but I have passed a copy of your letter to the reserve )jé
management planner with regard to your submission for a petanque area in the 7 °
reserve,

Can [ also suggest you make another submission on this topic during the annual plan
submission period later this year. Requests for projects like this are dealt with on a
priority basis, as funds allow. Previous requests for petanque courts have been
received, but have not been recommended because there are several existing petanque
courts in the city that are under-utilized, there for the cost benefits are questionable. 1
have included a list of other petanque courts in Waitakere City that you could visit.

I have spoken to transport assets regarding the bus shelter and your 1dea of cameras to
catch vandals. The limitation of cameras is that most vandalism occurs at night, so
infrared cameras would be needed. Cameras also need to capture high resolution
pictures to be able to identify people.

[ have lodged a Request for Service (or RFS) to have the shopping trolley and broken
glass removed from the storm water outlet and path.

I have lodged a Request for Service with our response contractors to look at the issue
of the over grown flax across the walkway.

The RFS numbers are 385823 and 385851. You can call the call centre and ask for an
update on the progress of these jobs.

The building site rubbish issue has been raised forwarded to building consents.
Unfortunately, the Building Act has no clause relating to litter from building sites and
cannot be enforced by a Council building inspector. The Litter Act requires Council
to identify and prove who owns the litter and where the litter came from before action
can be taken.

Firstly we would like to thank the Council fo rgiving us this opportunity to respond, and we appologise for the
delay.

We feel that our suggestions would benefit not only the community but the residents as well.

s Lighting -
Most importantly we think lighting of some sort , perhaps Solar powered on stirdy poles.
The reason for this is that the park has three entrances and and it is used as a thoroughfare for
residents wanting to go to the locat shops or to get home from the main roads.
At night the reserve unfortunately is transformed into the local youth drinking spot, making it dangerous
for citizens to be roaming after dark. Lighting up the area would tend to discourage this and other
undesirable activity, along with others that we have seen, glue sniffing, graphitti and vandalism

+ Streamline
We feel it should be fenced off with a high Wired (graphitti-less) fence from 52 Kindale Road right past
the back of 56 to 58 Kingdale road, onto the rear boundary of the property adjacent to the park on
Universal drive.
We feel this is an unsafe area for children as the bank is steap, and suffering some erosion. Usually
the creeak itself is continually containing trolley's and broken glass. It is regularly blocked, and wehn
this becomes too much for the residents to unblock, then council is contacted. This would benefit the
council and local business' for the recovery cost of the trolley's and loss of work when they utilize store
staff (Warehoue and Pak'n'Sav.)

¢ Safety - Water
There is also the water danger, the creek during winter exceeds the 400mm depth of water, and the
bottomm can also be very sludgey, and unclean.

s Safety - Fire
We have also had two fires it {that we were aware ofl}, one burning some bamboo and requiring the
fire brigade's intervention to extinguish it, at a considerable cost no doubt. Fortunately we were awake
the night the fire was started, and alerted the fire department immediately.

» Safety - Security
We have had the following in the creek area, Glue Sniffers, screamers, drunk people, people carrying
maschetti's cutting bush, a 6 year old girl with an axe, trying to cut some tree's, kids with knifes cutting
bamboo
Amazingly the maschetti carrying man simply stipped it up under his arm, and headed of toward
Pak'n'Sav, and this was middle of the day also!
The people around this area know they can get away with a lot, so we have always tried to problems
before they escalate.

s Playground equipment
We feel the playgound equipment could be moved closer to Universal Drive, as this would discourage
the tagging/graphitti, because it would be more visible to the public.
(PS: The graphitti usually happens at dusk - and again lighting would help deter this.)
Unfortunately we have seen the deterioration of the equipment. Ironically, the reserve is used by so
many children and adults alike, whtether is it to play frienldy sport, walking to or from the Shops and

We also think that more play equipment would make the park more enjoyable!

+ Kindergarten exposure to unpleasantness
Due to the close proximity of the playground equipment/and seating, the indergarten children are
subjected to unpleasant language and behaviour, and there is little the kindergarten can do about it.

o Another idea - A Planting day
Something for the local children to be involved in, to help encourage them to take pride in our local
area, resulting in awareness of their surroundings, and to discourage vandalism. As parents we would
support these idea's.

1. Introduction

Transpower New Zealand Limited is the State Owned Enterprise that owns and
operates the network of transmission lines, substations, switchyards and control
centre linked via a telecommunications network, collectively known as the National
Grid. it is the National Grid that connects the power stations, which generate
electricity to power companies that in turn supply domestic users and industry.

Under the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA), Transpower's electricity
infrastructure is a significant physical resource, the efficient use and development of
which needs to be considered under s7 of the RMA.

As outlined in Transpower’s initial comments on the development of the Massey
Ward Local Reserves Draft Management Plan, dated 23 March 2005, the land
administered by the Waitakere City Council contains a number of high voltage
transmission lines and substations, which are important elements of the National Grid
and also essential for the éervicing of the Auckland Region. Transpower's comments
outlined the potential issues for existing transmission lines traversing three of the
Massey Reserves. These included flashovers and contact with transmission lines,
excavation and fili material, vegetation, access and the maintenance and upgrading

of existing facilities.

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2. Transpower’s submission

Transpower's comments on the Massey Ward Local Reserves Draft Management

Plan relate to some specific objectives, policies and implementation methods which

have the potential to affect the development, operation, maintenance and upgrading
of the National Grid.

3. The Massey Ward Local Reserves Draft Management Plan

Section 6 of the Massey Ward Local Reserves Draft Management Plan contains

several objectives and policies relating to infrastructure in general and transmission

lines in particular. The ones relevant to Transpower's interests are:

(a).

Objective 6 — To ensure that existing electricity infrastructure in the Reserves is
recognised and protected and that the enhancement and management of the
Reserves lakes into account the unique requirements of this infrastructure base.
This objective is supported as it reflects the concerns raised in Transpower’s initial

comments.

(b). Objective 6, Policy 1 - 7o ensure that existing transmission lines have adequate

{(c).

separation distances between ground, vegetation, buildings and structures in the
Reserves. This policy and its associated implementation methods are supported,
as they address Transpower's concerns in terms of safe separation distances
from existing transmission lines. One minor amendment, which Transpower would
request be made to this policy is outiined in Section 4 of this submission, This
would ensure that temporary structures, including machinery are also included.

Objective 6, Policy 2 - To maintain access to existing electricity infrastructure for
maintenance and upgrading. This policy only partially reflects what was requested
in Transpower's initial comments — it provides for access to Transpower's
infrastructure for the purposes of maintenance and upgrading but fails to
specifically provide for maintenance and upgrading activities themselves, as

requested by Transpower.

Minor Upgrading may include, for example, the siringing of an additional circuit
(set of three wires} on existing towers or poles, the repiacement of existing
conductors (wires) with higher capacity conductors and the addition of an
earthwire for further protection against lightning. Such activities have little
additional effect on the visual amenity of an area. Indeed, they are

indistinguishable (visually) to the general public as it is invariably the scale and
location of the support structures that the eye is drawn to, rather than the
conductors themselves. Minor upgrading activities therefore maximise the
utilisation of a significant physical resource and can be carried out without creating
additional adverse effects on the environment, even within areas identified as
significant tandscapes of visual amenity. While minor upgrading activities are
subject to the provisions of the District Plan, a clear signal from Council as a
landowner that these activities are appropriate is required. Accordingly, it is
requested that a specific provision be made for maintenance and minor upgrading,
as outlined in Section 4 below.

Implementation methods

Implementation methods 1 and 4 of Objective 6 Policy 2 are supported.
Implementation method 2, which states: In particular, require notification of the
Parks Department prior to vegetation cleararnce, in order to minimise the impact of
the existing vegetation or proposed vegetation in any of those Reserves traversed
by transmission lines, is also supported, as it is Transpower’s current practice to
consult with Council Parks Departments before any tree trimming takes place.

Implementation method 3 - require that Transpower consult with Council’s Parks
arborist prior to any work, including pruning, being carried out on any trees of
significance identified in any Tree Surveys that may have been carried out, is

opposed. As mentioned above, Transpower already consuits with Council Parks 4
Departments prior to any tree trimming works.— (deleted this cause it is really up to
us to keep up to speed on which are protected trees ) |

(d). Objective 6, Policy 3 - To prevent damage to existing electricity infrastructure
caused by excavation. This policy is supported, together with the -asso

implementation methods.

{(e). Objective 6, Policy 4 - To minimise public access to and around the electricity

infrastructure. This policy is supported, together with its implementation methods!

(). Objective 7 — To ensure that the existing infrastructure in the Reserves is
recognised and protected and that the enhancement and management of the

Reserves takes info account the requirements of the infrastructure, This objective

is supported.

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(g). Objective 7, Policy 1 - To ensure that existing infrastructure is maintained and
enhanced, including landscaping. This policy is supported, together with its

associated implementation methods.

(h). Objective 7, Policy 2 - Do not allow the development of additional infrastructure
where it has a negative impact on the recreational amenity of the reserves. This
policy is opposed. It is unclear whether ‘additional infrastructure’ refers to activities
such as replacement or minor upgrading, or new infrastructure, such as new
transmission lines. It has already been noted that maintenance and upgrading
activities do not result in additional adverse effects. In terms of new transmission
lines, the primary way to minimise their potential adverse effects is through a
careful route selection process. In the event that a new transmission line/s needs
to traverse the land area administered by Waitakere City Council, the location of
its reserves will certainly be considered. However, provisions in the Reserve
Management Plan should not have the effect of making such areas inviolabie.

Depending on the nature of the receiving environment, for example, the location
of a new line within a reserve may have a greater degree of acceptability than the
traversing of another route. It is consistent with the well-established tenet of
resource management law that a consent authority is required to carry out a
broad overall judgement when applying section 5 of the RMA to determine
whether a proposal will promote the sustainable management of natural and
physical resources. Such a judgement involves weighing competing issues, such
as the benefits derived from the supply of electricity and the degree of potential
adverse effects that the associated infrastructure may have. Applying such a
judgement may determine that crossing a reserve is the best route for a new line,
as alternative routes may result in greater overall effects. It is therefore requested

that this policy be deleted.

Implementation method 1 - Allow the development of infrastructure only where it
enhances the existing use of the reserve and it meets with the criteria of the Parks
Strategy - is also opposed and requested to be deleted. As explained above, in
some cases a new transmission line may need to traverse a reserve in order to
avoid more significant overall adverse effects. If such as situation arises, the
avoidance of larger-scale adverse effects would take precedence over the
enhancement of the existing use of the reserve, It is also unclear whether the
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method is intended to relate solely to new lines, or aiso to the upgrading of

existing infrastructure.

Implementation method 3 - ensure materials and colours are sympathetic to the
reserve. This implementation method is also opposed and it is requested that it be
deleted. In terms of transmission lines, purported mitigation measures such as the
painting of towers can actually make them more visible, considering that any given
tower can be viewed from a vast array of different positions. Painting a tower dark
green, for example, can help the tower blend in against surrounding hillsides and
vegetation, but when viewed against the sky from a different vantage point, the
tower will appear more dominant. Another example is the difficulty in selecting a
colour that blends into the dynamic nature of the landscape, which changes with
the seasons. The selection of colours sympathetic to reserves is an impossible

task due to the scale of the structures involved.

implementation method 4 - ensure neighbouring properties are not affected by the
proposed infrastructure. This is opposed. Such an implementation method is
inappropriate in a reserve management plan. This is a matter to be addressed
through the district plan process. It is therefore requested that it be deleted.

. Transpower seeks the following decision:

a. Retain Objective 6 as drafted;

b. Amend Objective 6, Policy 1 as follows:
To ensure that existing transmission lines have adequate separation distances
achinery) in

between ground, vegetation, buildings and structures {including

the Reserves;

¢. Amend Objective 6, Policy 2 as foliows:

To maintain access fo existing electricity infrastructure and to_provide for its

continued operation, maintenance and upgrading;

d. Delete implementation method 3 of Policy 2, Objective

e. Retain Objective 6, Policies 3 and 4 as drafte
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f. Retain Objective 7 and associated Policy 1 as drafted;

g. Delete Objective 7, Policy 2 and the associated implementation methods, or
ensure they do not apply to high voltage transmission lines;

h. Any other such relief as to give effect to the submission.

4. Transpower is willing to discuss this submission with staff if necessary.
