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CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT

Transformation in Olympic Park

A forlorn little weatherboard waif from New Lynn’s past, the Station Master's house has
for months perched alone in dismal wasteland at Olympic Park. Little did we know what
its new mentor, the Tag Out Trust, had in store for it. The inside is now transformed:
sunny, spacious and convenient, with a fine large meeting room. Outside, a shapely
concrete path leads to the newly-decked front and the setting is wasteland no more: the
Weedfree Waitakere Trust has planted nearly 150 natives ranging in size from the little
grass like Dianella nigra that bears shimmering sprays of sapphire-blue berries to future
giants - kauri, kahikatea, and puriri. All that the Stationmaster's House needs now is an
outside coat of paint, and that must wait for better weather. This change is a credit to
everyone who had a hand in it and the result will be a treasure for New Lynn.

A Model Meeting

| was impressed and cheered by a meeting held at Council on 22 July for ratepayers,
Council officers, Councillors and Community Board Members to discuss the inflammatory
question of asphalt (hotmix) versus chip-sealing for roads. Feeling ran deep but nothing
went up in flames. There were no explosions of wrath, just a detailed presentation from
Council officers covering the whole question; intent listening, thoughtful questions and
careful answers.

Residents on busy roads detest chip-sealing. It is noisy and sprays drives and front
gardens with chips. On some roads there are technical reasons for using chip rather than
the quieter, smoother asphalt, but the main, the overwhelming, reason is expense. By
any analysis, and for reasons beyond any Council’s control, asphalt costs about twice as
much as chip-seal. And the central Government agency TransFund, which contributes
43% of the cost of our road maintenance, will not fund for what it calls “social reasons” —
that is, residents’ understandable resentment of the very real environmental annoyance of
chip-seal. This problem faces every Council in New Zealand, including our neighbours
Auckland City and North Shore. A Golf Road resident suggested that these three
Councils together lobby TransFund to widen its funding criteria to include
social/environmental factors and this idea was taken up warmly. No-one left the meeting
with what they wanted: the 2002/2003 Annual Plan does not include funding to replace
chip-seal with asphalt; Council cannot hope in the short-term to find the money needed
for the asphalt that everyone would prefer. But everyone left fully understanding each
other’s position and determined to co-operate in every possible way to find a solution. Oh
that all decision-making could be so civilised!

8 INTERSECTION OF WOODGLEN ROAD/WOODVALE ROAD - DELINEATION
IMPROVEMENTS

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

This report seeks the approval of the New Lynn Community Board to install “No Stopping
At All Times” control at the intersection of Woodglen Road/Woodvale Road.

BACKGROUND

A20 Concerns were raised at the Open Forum of the Community Board meeting dated
Monday 6 May 2002 around the number of crashes on Woodglen Road and the number
of fatalities involved. Residents believe vision along this stretch of road could be a factor
causing the crashes. See plan on attached at page A20.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

Road safety is an Urban Village objective and contributes to Council’s overall goal of a
sustainable city. “No Stopping At All Times” controls can contribute to traffic safety by
keeping narrow carriageways clear and by preventing visibility blocks caused by parked
vehicles.

ISSUES

There is a curve on Woodglen Road at its intersection with Woodvale Road. A Give Way
sign controls the intersection.

The residents of Woodglen Road have raised concerns regarding the speed of vehicles
travelling along this bend and the number of accidents involved.

As a result of these concerns the New Lynn Community Board has requested the
Transport Assets Section to investigate. The Land and Transport Safety Authority crash
record, for the five years 1997-2001, shows that there was one fatality crash near the
bend, and that alcohol and speed were major factors in the crash. However, another fatal
accident happened recently this year at the same location as mentioned by residents.

A visual inspection has been carried out to determine the reason for these accidents and
a method to address them.

o There are no advance warning signs for the bend at the intersection of Woodglen
Road and Woodvale Road;

e The road delineation is poor;
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e The carriageway width is narrow at the bend, and parked cars will reduce visibility,
making negotiating the bend hazardous;

o The number and location of streetlights are adequate for a local road.

Taking into account these factors curve warning signs (PW-12), three mini chevrons signs
on the south-east corner of the intersection for traffic travelling south bound on Woodglen
Road, and road delineation improvements need to be provided. Centreline delineation
should include white reflectorised pavement markers, and yellow broken no stopping lines
should be provided on both sides of the intersection. The kerbs of the bend should be
painted reflectorised white and have red reflectorised pavement markers on top.

All affected residents have been notified by means of letter drop, and no objection was
received regarding the proposed installation of the Yellow No Stopping Lines.

RESOURCES

The cost of improving the road delineation and installing new warning signs is minor and
the work can be carried out through the road marking and signs maintenance contracts.

CONCLUSION

The marking of the no stopping at all times controls, the installation of the permanent
warning signs, mini chevron signs and reflectorised road markers will assist in the
prevention of future accidents at the location. No objections were received from residents
with regard to the proposed to install Yellow No Stopping Lines.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. That the information be received.
2. That all existing parking restrictions or limitations (affected, or superseded, or

replaced by this resolution) applicable to Woodglen Road and Woodvale Road,
Glen Eden imposed by any prior resolution (including resolution of any former
authority) cease to have any force and effect as from the date of this
determination provided however that any current enforcement action by way of
prosecution arising from, or infringement notice issues in relation to, any non-
compliance with or breach of any such parking restriction or limitation be
authorised to be concluded in the normal manner.

3. That, in accordance with the powers conferred by virtue of the Local Government
Act 1974, the Transport Act 1962 and the Waitakere City Council Bylaw No. 7,
1991 — Traffic, the following parking limitations and restrictions be now resolved to
be specified and imposed namely - No Stopping At All Times parking controls
be put in the following places:

o Woodglen Road, on the east side of Woodglen Road extending north from
the northern kerbline of Woodvale Road for a distance of 37.0 metres;

e Woodglen Road, on the east side of Woodglen Road extending south from
the southern kerbline of Woodvale Road for a distance of 26.0 metres;

e Woodglen Road, on the west side of Woodglen Road extending north from
the northern kerbline of Woodvale Road for a distance of 32.0 metres;

o Woodglen Road, on the west side of Woodglen Road extending south from
the northern kerbline of Woodvale Road for a distance of 52.0 metres;

9 UNRESTRICTED PARKING CONTROL — NEW LYNN COMMUNITY CENTRE

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

This report seeks the New Lynn Community Board’'s approval for revised parking
restrictions at 45 Totara Avenue, New Lynn (New Lynn Community Centre).

BACKGROUND

Concerns were raised by the members of the Community Board that there needs to be
provision for long term parking in the vicinity of the New Lynn Community Centre.

Currently, the parking arrangement at the Community Centre consists of 114 parking
spaces, 21 allocated as P120, 74 as P240, 4 as P15, 7 as reserved parking spaces, 7 as
parking spaces for the disabled and 1 as Loading Zone. Further west of the Community
Centre, 62 unrestricted parking spaces are provided for the industrial activities.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

Objective 3 - Access and Travel Choice, under the Urban Villages Strategy is that people
can get easily and safely to where they need to go by walking, cycling, passenger
transport, and businesses can efficiently move their goods and services. This is
facilitated in part by implementing appropriate parking controls.

ISSUES

The parking arrangement is reviewed in terms of the Parking and Driveway Guideline.
There is ample restricted parking (P15, P120 and P240) at the location, but no
unrestricted parking for the Community Centre. In a brief survey it was found that only
two of the 28 P120 parking spaces and 23 of the 81 P240 spaces were occupied at
11.00 am on 6 June 2002. However, there were only 8 empty of the 62 unrestricted
parking spaces further west of the Community Centre. It is evident that there is high
demand for unrestricted parking. It is proposed to change 12 of the 28 P120 and 19 of
the 81 P240 spaces to unrestricted parking.

It was also noticed that vehicles are frequently parked on the driveway along the side of
the Community Centre facing the car park, and blocking vehicle movement. It is
proposed to add no stopping at all times broken yellow lines at this location to solve the
problem.

A21 The location and extent of the proposed changes is indicated on attachment A21.
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RESOURCES

The proposed alterations to the signs and markings for car parking control can be
implemented under the maintenance contracts for markings and signs.

CONCLUSION

The proposal to changes to the parking restrictions in the vicinity of the Community
Centre is desirable for the public’s convenience and will allow better utilisation of the car

park.
RECOMMENDATIONS

boundary line and on the northwest corner kerb line of the Community
Building from a starting point 18 metres west to an end point 33 metres
further west 9 “P120” Parking Spaces be put in place;

boundary line and on the south west corner kerb line of the Community
Building from a starting point 28 metres west to an end point 5 metres
further west 2 “Reserved” Parking Spaces be put in place (Reserved
for Waitakere City Council Staff);

e The third row of parking spaces 22 metres south of the northern
boundary line and on the south west corner kerb line of the Community
Building from a starting point 33 metres west to an end point 106
metres further west 41 “P240” Parking Spaces be put in place;

e On the northeast boundary line from a starting point 3 metres to an
end point 13 metres further south 5 “Reserved” Parking Spaces be
put in place (Reserved for New Lynn Kindergarten);

e  On the southwest corner kerb line of the Community Building to an end
point 17 metres further west a Loading Zone be put in place;

e  On the north of Boundary line from a starting point 12 metres to an end
point 25 metres a NO STOPPING AT ALL TIME be put in place.

3. That the appropriate signage and/or marking, in accordance with the Traffic
Regulations 1976, be hereby approved to be put in place to properly establish,
delineate and record the said parking limitation and restrictions.

The kauri and other native trees in Bledisloe Reserve
were planted in 1934 by the Governor-General Lord Bledisloe and Lady Bledisloe as part of a Titirangi
Beautifying and Bush Preservation Society scheme for planting the whole tength of Titirangi Road with
native trees and other flora for tourism and amenity purposes. Interestingly, this scheme continues
today with the recent Waitakere City Council planting of pohutukawa trees along this tourist route.

« The pohutukawa trees between Pleasant & Titirangi roads in the Watercare/pumping station across
the road from Bledisloe Reserve, are believed to have been planted at the same time and should also
be afforded protection given their historical associations.

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NEW LYNN STRATEGIC PLANNING FOR MANAGING CENTRE GROWTH

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

This report scopes a strategic planning project focusing on providing guidance for the
Council and the community about the nature and form of the New Lynn development, over
the next five to ten years.

BACKGROUND

In 1993, Waitakere City declared its goal to be an Eco-city and a commitment to

Agenda 21 - a programme of actions to ensure a holistic approach to city development.
The Waitakere City District Plan developed that goal through rules that promoted more
intensive development in the city’s town centres, with the aim of achieving sustainable
growth around public transport corridors while preserving and strengthening the quality of
green areas and the vitality of our communities. These strategies have since been
reinforced by the Regional Land Transport Strategy, the Passenger Transport Action Plan
and the Regional Growth Strategy, which envisages 70% of the Auckland region’s future
growth being accommodated in transit-oriented development.

Within this framework, the New Lynn charrette addressed the question: What would a
sustainable town centre look like on the ground? A detailed concept plan was developed
for implementation in the New Lynn Town Centre, with substantial enthusiasm from local
business, the local community and other major stakeholders, such as Lynnmall owners
AMP and the RSA.

Major Achievements
To facilitate the New Lynn Revitalisation Programme objectives, Council has:

» expanded Memorial Drive into a two-way carriageway connecting Great North Road

through to Totara Avenue, with colour-co-ordinated bollards and brick paving;

disposed of land adjacent to Lynn Mall to AMP and relocated the Library and Service

Centre to facilitate a Mall expansion under conditions requiring the Mall to trade

outwardly on to Memorial Drive - a first for Malls in this country. Subsequently AMP has
used this model on their additional redevelopments;

¢ relocated the RSA to larger premises;

* built a revamped Memorial integrating Te Kawerau a Maki design and carving with
brickwork;

o facilitated the NZ Post redevelopment to improve the Memorial Drive entry and extend
the commercial frontage;

e built the New Lynn Community Centre on Totara Avenue, setting a new city standard in
arts integration and sustainable building, and creating one of the best centres in the
country;

» facilitated the development of an extensive medium-density housing precinct in Ambrico
Place on land within five minutes walk of the railway station previously considered
difficult for development. This demonstrated the commercial potential of MDH and has
increased support for public transport and retail through bringing about 900 new
residents into the heart of New Lynn;

e created other opportunities for increased density, including Crown Lynn Condominium,
the city’s first multilevel apartment block;

A2
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e developed Manawa Wetlands, which won an Auckland Regional Council Environment
gold award, and demonstrated an innovative solution to a major stormwater problem in
combination with providing high amenity and recreation opportunities adjacent to
Ambrico Place;

* built the Rewarewa Bridge, which received a Judges Citation at Creative NZ’s 1998
Creative Places Awards. It is a collaboration of arts and engineering to produce a safe,
attractive pedestrian shortcut from a residential area to the town centre, across the
Rewarewa Stream.

The private sector also responded enthusiastically, with some $123,145 million invested, as
documented through consent values, at a ratio of 24:1 compared with Council investment
over the same period.

It is now appropriate to review progress and consider what would constitute a successful
approach to growing New Lynn within the Council’s strategic vision for the city, and
Waitakere’s role within the region.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

The urban revitalisation policy had its beginnings in the Greenprint, in December 1994. This
laid out the compact city idea, which is based on the understanding that continual
expansion of the urban boundary is not sound management of the environment, nor does it
produce cohesive communities. This basic concept developed over time to include all the
other aspects that go into the makeup of a thriving city such as good transport links,
housing choices, and local employment, safe and enjoyable leisure opportunities. This
policy began the process of shifting Waitakere City from a series of ‘dormitory’ suburbs, to
a city with defined town centres, surrounded by suburban and rural lifestyles, with an
increase in local employment opportunities. Key factors are:

¢ transport access whether cars, buses and rail, walking and cycling;

e employment and residential density. Most studies show a correlation between density
and ability to support public transport;

» clustering of key services such as libraries, sports facilities, social services, and retail
opportunities reduces length and frequency of car trips. One of the important effects
this has is to reduce CO2 car emissions and reduces the impact on stormwater
pollution, both big issues in modern cities.

New Lynn is one of Waitakere's three major “defined town centres”, along with Henderson
and Massey North. Sitting astride the rail line, with a significant employment and retail
base, a surrounding residential community and keen developer interest, New Lynn’s
continuing success is vital to attaining a sustainable future for the whole city.

There is also increasing interest in bulk retail development potential in the New Lynn
working environment. It is important Council can respond to this interest, within the context
of an integrated development plan focused on movement towards sustainable urban form.

The New Lynn Town Centre Revitalisation Programme aims to:

¢ revitalise New Lynn as one of three pedestrian-friendly, transit-supportive city centres
for living, business and leisure;

» facilitate a new Library, Service Centre and Citizens Advice Bureau building;

AS
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» strategically stage Council investment as a catalyst for private sector and other public
sector investment;

e implement the citywide drive for economic prosperity, employment generation and
business development.

The programme comprises six sub-projects:

¢ heart of New Lynn redevelopment, including a new Library, Service Centre and Citizens
Advice Bureau;

e business and community relationship management;
s key site development;

o New Lynn Water Strategy;

e transport interchange/ public transport development;
e strategic planning for centre growth.

The planned strategic process will take place in parallel with the other sub-projects, during
the first half of the 2002/2003 Annual Plan year.

ISSUES

The project’s objectives are to review development since the 1996 charrette, document the
current situation, design a vision for development over the future five to ten years, and
programme Council actions and investment to realise that vision. Attached at page A61 in
the Attachments supplement is a diagram of the proposed process.

A comprehensive staged development plan for New Lynn would need to address the
following:

Stage 1: Preparation/information gathering

e existing demographics and retail/ commercial distribution;

e projected demographics;

+ the demand for commercial/industrial land in New Lynn and the City;

¢ the existing retail and commercial/industrial floor space;

e the demand for retail floor space in New Lynn and the City;

» the capacity of the New Lynn catchment to support different types of retail floor space;
e origin/ destination studies of vehicles, pedestrian, cycle and public transport trips;
e projected pedestrian and vehicle numbers (e.g. State Highway 20 impacts);

e consideration of the retail strategy and impacts;

e existing green space and relationship to parks and leisure strategy;

e quality of built environment and development potential;

e public transport plans;

e optional road designs;

¢ existing uses, rentals, consolidation of ownership;

e patterns of retail/ commercial/ industrial/ residential;

A4
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e green networks and water, stormwater, wastewater issues;
 capital value of properties versus land value;

e worker and residential densities;

s accessibility/connectivity analysis (ped shed);

e community capacity analysis/ quality of life evaluation;

e safety evaluation;

e analysis of economic and employment opportunities;

s analysis of heritage and character.

Stage 2: Options and consultation

« work with local individuals, groups, agencies and businesses to identify objectives for
New Lynn town centre - variety of open discussions and small group/ confidential
meetings;

o develop project partnerships;

e agree evaluation criteria for development options;

« develop optional scenarios for future development, based on alternate priorities;

e further consultation to seek feedback and evaluate options based on agreed
criteria/rework options;

¢ technical evaluation and Triple Bottom Line analysis of options.
Stage 3: Decisions and implementation

o develop preferred option, with further negotiation and discussion with all project partners;
« develop staged implementation plan, including consideration of District Plan variations;
« develop project priorities, including identification of roles for all project partners.

RESOURCES

Funding of $50,000 has been included in the draft Annual Plan for the New Lynn Strategic
Planning exercise. This will cover additional expertise and advice, and production of
resources and dissemination of information, in addition to existing interdisciplinary staff
resource.

CONCLUSION

There is a need to review New Lynn development, with reference to progressing
implementation of the Eco-City vision. It is appropriate to begin the review at this time, in
order that Council retains a pro-active position in advocating high-quality development and
urban form.

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NEW LYNN RAIL

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to review issues associated with the development of the town
centre, rail services and road traffic in New Lynn, with a focus on the possible role of light or
‘smart’ rail.

BACKGROUND

There are a number of pressures and opportunities arising at New Lynn which will
significantly affect its growth over the next 20 years and which need addressing now so that
Council can actively shape their development.

The regional rail project is now progressed to the point where we can be confident that a
deal will be completed with the Crown and the region can begin to implement significantly
improved rail services. In the 2002/03 financial year a second piece of track and platform
will be put in at New Lynn to allow the service frequency to increase. From July 2003 there
will be fifteen-minute services from New Lynn to Britomart, while thirty-minute services will
continue from Swanson. By 2006 there will be ten-minute services from Swanson to
Britomart.

Passenger numbers using the New Lynn station (on and off) are projected to increase as
follows:

e 2001 - 120,000/year
e 2011 -710,000/year
e 2021 - 820,000/year

Council’s Transport Assets team have recently completed an analysis of traffic volume
growth in the New Lynn area to 2021. This has indicated a significant increase in traffic in
the area. There will continue to be a strong demand to travel between the Henderson area
and the south of the region via Great North Road, Totara Avenue and Clarke Street,
crossing the rail line in the centre of New Lynn. This demand will be increased by the
extension of State Highway 20 to New North Road with the provision of on/off ramps in the
Wolverton Road area providing a link to Clarke Street. On the other hand, if State Highway
20 is further extended to the northwestern motorway and another Whau bridge is built,
some traffic from the Henderson area will divert away from New Lynn. This diversion will
occur regardless of whether the motorway extension is along the Rosebank peninsula or to
Waterview. However, the Whau bridge without the motorway extension does not have
much impact on this part of New Lynn - the Whau bridge with the motorway extension is the
important element.
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The private sector has begun to make significant investments on Great North Road in New
Lynn, and the role of this stretch of road is changing. Council needs to consider how it
wants this road to develop and what role it should play in the wider town centre
environment.

With the development of State Highway 20 Council has the opportunity to reconsider the
role of Great North Road as it runs through New Lynn. Traffic going to central Auckland
from the Titirangi/Glen Eden/Kelston area generally uses Rata Street. Traffic moving south
from the Titirangi/Glen Eden/Kelston area generally uses Totara Ave and Clarke Street.
There is still a demand for through traffic on Great North Road between Totara Avenue and
Avondale, however, Council could choose to alter this demand by developing this stretch of
road as more of a main centre street and passenger transport route. That is, Council could
seek to promote more high value development between Totara Avenue and Avondale by
altering the street environment.

Officers have previously investigated the cost of separating the rail from the road in New
Lynn. This was done because of concerns that the combination of increased train
frequencies and increased vehicle numbers would make the current roundabout at Totara
Avenue and Clark Street unworkable. The cost of under grounding the rail was at least $20
million. The cost of running light, or ‘smart’ rail on Great North would be about $15.5
million.

Ecologically Sustainable Design Ltd has provided a review of the urban growth effects of
grade separating the rail at New Lynn via a tunnel. This review concluded that there would
be a number of negative effects on the urban framework, including keeping a good
interaction between rail passengers and the wider environment and between bus and rail
passengers. It was recommended that grade separation be avoided if possible.

The combination of increased train frequency, increased travel demand across Totara
Avenue/Clarke Street and the potential for further development of Great North Road give
rise to the possibility that smart rail along Great North Road may add value to New Lynn
and the region. In this regard Council passed the following resolution at its May 2002
meeting:

“That Council endorse further work on the feasibility of running rail on the road
corridor through New Lynn and if the results of that work are positive then
Council seek to have that option implemented.”

STRATEGIC CONTEXT
New Lynn is one of the three major centres within the city and Council has the opportunity
to use the increased property development and travel demand that is occurring to help the

centre develop its sub-regional role. However, inadequate planning could result in the
travel pressures undermining the quality and development of New Lynn.

ISSUES
This report considers whether:

« there is adequate road capacity to manage the increase in vehicle traffic at the Clark
Street/Totara Avenue roundabout in the context of increased rail frequencies;

yv
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e there are opportunities to further develop New Lynn’s sub-regional role by taking rail
onto Great North Road.

Road Capacity

The first issue this report seeks to address is whether town centre growth and cross-
regional travel demand can be catered for in a context of increased train frequency and
vehicle numbers. The key area of concern is the roundabout at the rail crossing between
Totara Avenue and Clark Street. There are a number of variables affecting the actual
outcome; these are:

« train length - there has been discussion among staff that by 2015 trains will be up to
142 metres long if Diesel Multiple Unit vehicles are used. Given that there is only 110
metres between the proposed Memorial Drive extension and existing roundabout it will
not be possible to accommodate Diesel Multiple Unit trains of this length. If Light Rapid
Transit vehicles are used the trains will be significantly shorter and will fit between the
Memorial Drive extension and existing roundabout;

e train frequency - by 2006 it is intended to have trains coming at 10-minute intervals.
This means that a train will cross the roundabout approximately every five minutes;

e there is the possibility that a new crossing of the Whau River will be built, perhaps in
conjunction with an extension of State Highway 20 to the northwestern motorway. This
is unlikely to happen before 2010 but is expected before 2021;

e the linking of Ward and Veronica Streets will be finished soon and will take some
pressure off the roundabout. Also, when Memorial Drive is extended over the rail line it
will reduce pressure on the roundabout to a small extent;

The following table indicates the effect on the roundabout at Clark Street/Totara Avenue of
increased rail frequency in combination with and without the Whau Bridge and State
Highway 20 extension to the northwestern motorway (assuming the current road/rail layout
is retained).

The column on the far right of the table shows the maximum number of cars queued at
each intersection approaching the roundabout under various scenarios. The road of most
concern is Totara Avenue between the roundabout and Great North Road. There is 240
metres between the roundabout and Great North Road, and this can accommodate a
maximum of 40 cars. Without the combined influence of the motorway extension and the
new bridge this section of Totara Avenue becomes very difficult to manage - needing to
accommodate over 40 vehicles. With the motorway extension and the Whau bridge at
2021 the intersection functions well:

Consultants have considered how this section of New Lynn would function if Memorial Drive
is extended across the rail line. If the current roundabout is retained, with some adaptation
of the approaches to it, Totara Avenue east (by the Stagecoach land) is possibly made a
bus only road, and if the new Clark/Memorial/Totara intersection is signalised then:

e the intersection would be under considerable pressure without the motorway extension
and Whau Bridge. The maximum queue length at 2011 would be
36.5 vehicles between Great North Road and the roundabout on Totara Avenue when
trains come through. This drops to only 4.4 vehicles when trains are not passing;

« the intersection would work well with the motorway extension and Whau Bridge. The
maximum queue length at 2021 would be 13 vehicles at the Clark/Memorial
intersection and 11 vehicles on the Rankin Ave approach to the roundabout.

Given the importance of having the rail, bus and road elements work successtully here, it is
suggested that further analysis of this problem be undertaken. However, it appears that
New Lynn can handle the increased train frequency and vehicle numbers up to 2011 if
Memorial Drive is extended and adequate road adaptations are made in association with
that extension. If Memorial Drive is not extended then there will be problems handling
traffic on Totara Avenue, which could be addressed by creating more space for vehicles to
queue in this section of road. Creating a clearway, and thereby allowing an ‘extra’ lane on
Totara Avenue, for vehicles coming from Great North Road during peak hours could aid
queuing.

Earlier concerns about the need to grade separate rail and road in this area by creating a
tunnel for the rail have not been supported by current analysis. However, given the
complexity of the interactions of road, rail, bus and passengers it may be necessary to
further investigate this separation as a longer-term option. At least the option should be
preserved until a decision has been made about the use of Great North Road for rail.

By 2021 Council appears to be very dependant on the motorway extension and Whau
Bridge being in place in order to keep this particular intersection flowing adequately. The
region plans to have these road improvements in place by then. However, if they were not
in place it would be wise to have kept protection of the rail under grounding option.

Conclusions that can be drawn at this stage are:

¢ Council should insist that the Memorial Drive extension be put in place and that train
lengths be kept within the 110-metre length available between that extension and the
roundabout;

e Council should ensure the Auckland Regional Council, ACC and Transit New Zealand
understand the relationship between the rail investments and the development of SH20
and the Whau Bridge;

« the option of under grounding the rail in New Lynn should be protected in case it is
needed post 2021.

Al
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Rail on Great North Road

Council has identified a very clear preference for light rail to be put in place on the western
line on or before 2006. One of the reasons for this is that it provides the opportunity to take
rail onto roads. One place where this could add value to the city and the region is on Great
North Road between New Lynn and Avondale. This opportunity was first considered
because initial analysis indicated that it might be necessary to separate rail from road at the
Clark/Totara intersection and this could cost over $20 million to achieve. The regional rail
budget has identified a $20 million line item for this but the idea would need significant
justification before being funded. As discussed above, it appears that this separation is not
now necessary. However, there may be other reasons to bring light rail onto Great North
Road, such as increased patronage and land use development.

Essentially this option involves diverting passenger trains from the western line adjacent to
the Cambridge Clothing factory in New Lynn, onto Great North Road as far as Avondale
and then taking them up St Jude Street and back into the rail corridor. This would only
work if the region adopted light or ‘smart’ rail. This option would have its own set of
difficulties and would cost in the vicinity of $15.5 million. However, it may contribute to
leveraging land development along Great North Road. This option may also enable
Auckland Regional Transport Network Limited to avoid spending a significant sum at
Avondale to fix the station there. Under this option freight trains would continue to use the
existing rail line but the existing train station would be closed. A new train station would be
put on Great North Road. This may also alter where Council puts the main New Lynn bus
stops, which were designed as an integrated part of the Totara Avenue “busabout” to
enable ease of mode transfer by passengers.

At the Avondale end it may be necessary to put a new train station on Great North Road
also. Officers will need to work with Auckland City Council on this project.

Investigating this option will involve identifying the land use, community, environmental,
economic, road transport and patronage costs and benefits, and the way in which the road
will need to be adapted. Itis proposed to begin this analysis immediately after budget is
approved.

Timing

Auckland Regional Transport Network Limited have in place plans to upgrade the rail
corridor between Avondale and New Lynn over the next few years:

« the first stage of this upgrade is scheduled to be complete by July 2003 and includes
the ‘stub’ line at New Lynn station;

e Dby January 2006 it is intended to have double tracking completed.

Design work for both of these projects is soon to get underway. Putting in the ‘stub’ at New
Lynn is necessary regardless whether rail is taken up Great North Road. However, if
Council wants to take the rail line along Great North Road this should be decided before
serious work begins on detailing the double tracking of the existing rail line between New
Lynn and Avondale. Therefore, it is necessary that Council identify its preferred option as
soon as possible.

Further, if there is a decision to use the Great North Road route this will affect the tender for

new rolling stock that the Auckland Regional Council is in the process of undertaking
because light, or smart, rail will be needed.

AL
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Decision-making

The decision on whether rail could go along Great North Road and if so when will involve a
number of stakeholders:

e this Council has the lead role in deciding on a preferred option. However, we should
work closely with Auckland Regional Transport Network Limited as the infrastructure
provider;

o consideration of the Great North Road option will need to involve Auckland City Council
as it involves roads and stations within their city;

e the Auckland Regional Council and the new rail operator (to be appointed at the end of
this year) will also have a significant interest, as the options will affect rail operations.
The Great North Road option will increase the overall travel time from Swanson to
Britomart as it involves travel along the road, which may be restricted to 30km / h
compared to the faster speeds on the rail line. On the other hand they will be
interested to know if greater patronage can be achieved by accessing a major road;

« infrastructure Auckland and Transfund will take an interest in the analysis and the

outcome if funding is sought from them. The analysis should be undertaken in such a
way that it meets the information requirements of these agencies.

RESOURCES

Council officers have budgeted to review the town centre development concept for New
Lynn in the second half of 2002. In discussion with Auckland Regional Transport Network
Limited officers it has been agreed that reviewing rail options on Great North Road will cost
about $50,000. This has not been identified in existing budgets for 2002 / 03; however, the
issue is being raised via the Annual Plan process.

CONCLUSION

Traffic analysis in New Lynn has indicated that it will be possible to keep the road and rail at
grade. Rail operations are unlikely to be affected as they have precedence. There is some
uncertainty over the analysis still and therefore further analysis is recommended.

The Great North Road option may provide benefits to the region and New Lynn in terms of
town centre growth and patronage. However, this is currently unknown.

At this point it is suggested that Council write to Auckland City Council, the Auckland
Regional Council and Auckland Regional Transport Network Limited notifying them that:

e Council views extending Memorial Drive across the rail line as a priority and that rail
planning will have to accommodate this either by keeping trains to an appropriate
length or by providing for trains to by pass the road intersection (tunnel or Great North
Road);

« there is a critical relationship between the rail investments and the development of
SH20 and the Whau Bridge and that this needs to be considered in decisions on
extension of the motorway;

« the option of under grounding the rail in New Lynn should be protected in case itis
needed post 2021.

As already requested by Council, officers will budget for and investigate putting rail on

Great North Road and report back to this Committee as soon as possible on the merits and
costs of the option.

e

That stormwater mitigation charges be applied to industrial and
commercial development in the Oratia and Opanuku Stream
catchment calculated on the percentage of impervious area created
by the development compared to the total catchment area.”

STRATEGIC CONTEXT
Project Twin Streams will contribute to the following strategic objectives:

o Implementation of Council’s Long Term Financial Strategy;
o Compliance with the Resource Management Act; and
« Enabling development in the catchment.

Project Twin Streams promotes integrated management in line with the Resource
Management Act, particularly in terms of economic, social and environmental concerns,
cross-Council integration, for example with roads, locality planning, parks, urban villages
work and integration of stormwater management with protection and enhancement of the
natural environment.

WORK PROGRAMME
The work programme for Twin Streams includes the following:

e As a result of discussions with the Auckland Regional Council on Oratia Structure Plan
issues, requirements for stormwater management have changed to provide greater
flexibility for developers.

e Consultation with iwi and the community as part of the resource consent and
implementation programme.

e Flooding risks will continue to be mitigated through the stream clearing and willow
removal programme. ltis essential that this programme is continued to ensure that the
effectiveness of clearing programmes completed for the last six years is sustained.

e The Register of Hazards and Special Feature will be updated with appropriate
notations recorded against properties to advise of flooding risks identified in the
Comprehensive Catchment Management Plans.

e The effects of increased stormwater runoff and pollution from new development will be
mitigated in accordance with the policy adopted by Council of Low Impact
Development.

o Detailed site specific planning of the riparian restoration programme will be carried out
over the next twelve months in order to optimise solutions. As previously reported, a
number of properties will need to be purchased for the implementation programme. It
should be noted that riparian restoration programmes are likely to qualify for
Infrastructure Auckland funding and an Expression of Interest was submitted in
November 2001and a full application is to be lodged by November 2002.

e The riparian restoration programme will also be developed and implemented in
partnership with property owners. This may require an encumbrance on property titles
to protect the riparian restoration programme.

The next stage of implementation for Project Twin Streams includes:

+ Implementation of the community participation programme;

 Integration of the research work programme currently being undertaken by Landcare
Research; and

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o implementation of the first stage of the project as provided for in the Draft 2002/03
Annual Plan.

FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTIONS

It is proposed that the implementation programme will be achieved at minimum cost to
Council by seeking funding from the following sources:

e Stormwater mitigation from development;
o Infrastructure Auckland; and
e Transfund to mitigate the adverse effects of roading stormwater.

There would be some lag between costs being incurred and recovery of cost from
developers, thus for budget purposes the following strategy is recommended:

e The work programme would be staged over at least eight years;
e Initially riparian corridor works could be funded by loan;

e The implementation programme would be designed so as to match as closely as
possible the rate of development in the catchment and thus minimise cash flow.

As stated above, it is proposed to consult with developers over the issue of development
contributions prior to confirmation of the actual charges.

A report on Financial Contributions will be provided to the Committee when available.

PROJECT MILESTONES

It is proposed to establish an elected member Steering Group that will meet every three
months to provide advice on the following matters:

o  Establishing community priorities;
e Community participation;
e Implementation overview of the 2002/03 work programme;

o Developing work programme proposals for consideration by Council through the
2003/2004 Annual Plan and Long Term Council Community Plan.

It is proposed that the Steering Group will consist of the Chairperson of the Environmental
Management Committee and one member each from the Henderson Community Board,
Massey Community Board, New Lynn Community Board and Waitakere Community Board.
RESOURCES

The project will be managed by EcoWater staff, supported by specialists as necessary, (for
example project management, to undertake water quality monitoring, ecological
assessments or site surveys).

Funding for this project has been included in the Draft 2002/2003 Annual Plan.
CONCLUSION

Project Twin Streams provides a framework to address long-standing issues in the Oratia
and Opanuku Stream Catchments.
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The next steps in the work programme are as follows:

e Community participation;

e Confirming the stormwater mitigation Financial Contributions;

o Application for external funding; and

e Implementation of the works programme in the 2002/2003 Annual Budget.

Regular progress reports will be submitted to the Environmental Management Committee to
provide feedback and seek approval as required.
