7 LEASE OF PART OF OLYMPIC PARK

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

To consider leasing parts of Olympic Park to the Olympic Park Trust for the purpose of
developing a playground and installing lighting.

BACKGROUND

Olympic Park is a 7 hectare reserve in New Lynn bounded by Portage Road, Wolverton
Street and the North Auckland Railway line. It is classed as a City Wide Park and is
shown as Open Space in the District Plan. The majority of the park is classified under the
Reserves Act 1977 as a recreation reserve; however, one large lot is classified as a local
purpose (community buildings) reserve and the area on which it is intended to site the
playground has been brought under the Act but has not been classified.

The City Development Committee at its August 2003 meeting authorised Council to enter
into an agreement with the Olympic Park Trust to develop Olympic Park in accordance
with the Olympic Park Reserve Management Plan (1653/2003). This plan was adopted
by the New Lynn Community Board at its meeting in September 2003 (1787/2003). At
the completion of the development of the park by the Trust all improvements will be
vested in the Council.

The Olympic Park Trust is a registered charitable trust which will be entirely funding the
development of the park. The Olympic Park Trust has already raised a substantial
portion of funding for the development of the park and in order to obtain the remaining
funding from the ASB Community Trust, the Olympic Park Trust must hold a lease of the
land where the playground and lighting standards will be situated.

A map attached at page Al shows the areas it is intended to lease to the Olympic Park
Trust. The areas marked a are where it is intended to place the lights. The area marked
b is where it is intended that the playground will be situated.
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STRATEGIC CONTEXT

The Council's Parks Strategy provides a framework for the management of parks within
the city. Ten detailed objectives of open space in the city have been developed. The
objectives set out a programme for the change and improvement of open space areas
within the city. The objectives are:

e Increase the use and enjoyment of parks;

o Extend and improve the City’s natural ecosystems;

e Increase the opportunities for people to enjoy nature in parks;

e Parks are managed sustainably as part of the wider landscape;

e Improve the use, range and quality of sports facilities within the City;

e Protect the heritage values within the parks and increase the awareness of the local
area’s heritage;

e To provide quality local and neighbourhood parks that are within walking distance
throughout the City;

e To provide in partnership with lwi, and where relevant, the wider Maori community,
the protection of waahi tapu and sites of significance found on parks;

e Involve communities in the design and management of parks; and
¢ To improve the management and administration of parks.

City Wide Parks are seen as the key method of meeting the needs of Waitakere City in
the future. Olympic Park is classed as a City Wide Park and is seen as providing a
unique recreational and potential ecological function within the wider City Wide Parks
network.

In particular the Olympic Park Management Plan provides under Objectives and Policies
at 2.1 the following:

The existing sports field is an important asset, it contains a long jump, discus circle and
grass running track. However, the field has no floodlighting at present and it is the
intention of the Bay Olympic Soccer Club to enter the national New Zealand Soccer
League. Night play is one of the requirements for this league. The plan goes on to state
that the feasibility of installing floodlighting for night play on the main sports field should
be investigated.

In relation to the playground, the plan provides at Policy 3.3 the following:

To provide informal recreation opportunities for youth in the vicinity of the sports area at
Olympic Park.

Currently the park does not contain any informal recreational activities for youth. Olympic
Park, as a large park, is best suited to these types of activities because the park has a
good level of accessibility, and the park’s location is suited to the noise that these types of
activities can generate. For reasons of safety and security, it is important that these
activities are placed in locations that are subject to passive surveillance by the public from
adjacent roads, such as the nearby Portage and Wolverton Roads.

The management plan provides that policy 3.3 should be implemented by providing
informal recreation opportunities such as a basketball half court, playground, and electric
barbeques adjacent to Portage Road and/or Wolverton Road. The plan also suggests
that any development should proceed with input from local youth and the Users Advisory
Group.
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ISSUES

The lease to the Trust is intended to make possible the development of a playground and
lighting on the park.

The Playground

The Olympic Park Trust intends to develop a premier children’s playground on Olympic
Park. It will be a visually exciting children’s playground with unique features that will draw
children to the park from around the Auckland region. A playground and landscape
design concept has already been developed relating to the name of Olympic Park name
and its history.

The design includes specific play areas for preschoolers, ‘middle children’ and youth with
each age groups’ needs specifically catered for. The playground design provides for
children with special needs and includes furniture, paths and a possible provision for
shade. A circular path reflecting the Olympic theme will link the play areas.

The specific play areas will now be detailed:

Preschool: The Preschool area will be enclosed, so that parents and caregivers can
relax while their mobile 2 year old plays. The preschool playground will include many
items to encourage the social, cognitive and physical aspects of play.

Middle Child: This area will include a Spacenet, a European designed playground that
has been popular there for 30 years, while the first New Zealand Spacenet has only
recently been installed in Wellington. The Olympic Park Spacenet has been chosen to
provide a “wow” factor for the playground. It is a large 10 metre high climbing net that
provides a very physically challenging playspace while being entirely safe, as the net will
capture any fall.

Youth: The youth area is designed for the pre-teen and teenagers. It will give them a
place associated with but apart from the playground. The youth play area will encourage
physical activity, with a 3x3 court and climbers. The design focuses on “hangout” seating
and provides a place for teenagers to meet and watch the playground activities.

The Lighting

The proposal is to light the main field and also install passive lighting around the park to
allow greater flexibility in the use of the park. The lighting will incorporate six light poles
bearing 46 lamps together with associated switchgear, transformer and cabling. The
poles will be approximately 12 metres high and will produce 500 lux illumination of the
playing field. Passive lighting will also be installed around the outer edges of the play
area. The lighting will be made available for all users of the park and will be operated and
maintained at no cost to Council.

Reserve Classification

The area on which the playground area is to be sited has been brought under the
Reserves Act 1977 but has not been classified under that Act. In order for the lease to
proceed it is necessary that this area - Allotment 87, Section 2, Township of Whau North -
should be classified as a recreation reserve under that Act. This area is also identified on
the plan attached at page A2. Although the area on which the playground will be built is
in Auckland City, the Waitakere City Council as the owner of this land is able to lease the
land and is also able to classify it under the Reserves Act 1977. Auckland City is aware
of Waitakere’s intention in this respect.
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The Lease

In order for the Trust to qualify for ASB Charitable Trust funding, it is recommended that a
lease term of 10 years with a right of renewal for a further term of 5 years be negotiated.
It is intended that only the immediate areas required for the installation of the light
standards (five 2 metre square areas and one area 3 metres by 4 metres) and part of the
playground area be leased to the Trust. The terms of the lease will include a term that
the areas of land to be leased are to be accessible to the general public at all times with
no charge and that the Trust will maintain the lights and fund all operating costs
connected with them.

CONCLUSION

The Olympic Park Trust has entered into a contract with Council to develop Olympic Park
in accordance with the Olympic Park Reserve Management Plan. This plan provides that
a playground and lights should be installed on the park. The Trust requires a lease of the
areas on which these amenities will be installed in order to allow them to apply for funding
for the project. It is recommended that a lease be granted to the Olympic Park Trust for
the footprint of part of the playground and the immediate areas on which the light
standards will be installed. It is also recommended that public notification of the
reclassification of part of Olympic Park be approved and also that the classification and
reclassification of part of Olympic Park be recommended to Council in order that this
lease may proceed.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. That the Lease of Part of Olympic Park report be received.
2. That the New Lynn Community Board recommend to Council that Allotment 87,

Section 2, Township of Whau North be classified under section 16(2A) of the
Reserves Act 1977 as a recreation reserve as defined in section 17 of that Act.

3. That the New Lynn Community Board approve the public notification of the
intention to lease a part of Olympic Park to the Olympic Park Trust under section
54(1)(c) of the Reserves Act 1977 for the purpose of developing a playground and
installing lighting.

4. That the New Lynn Community Board recommend to Council that in the absence
of any objections or submissions the Chief Executive be given authority to apply to
the Minister of Conservation for consent to grant a lease to the Olympic Park Trust
and to negotiate and execute a lease with that Trust under section 54(1)(c) and
section 61 of the Reserves Act 1977.

TITIRANGI ROAD FLUSH MEDIAN AND RELATED PARKING RESTRICTIONS

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to update the New Lynn Community Board on the
programmed implementation of the Titirangi Road Flush Median (between Pleasant Road
and Golf Road) that is scheduled for construction during the last quarter of 2003/2004.
The report also seeks the New Lynn Community Board’s endorsement of associated
changes of parking and traffic restrictions on Titirangi Road.

BACKGROUND

A flush median is a painted central traffic line with painted diagonal stripes. A flush
median is intended as a refuge, clear of through traffic, for vehicles turning right to or from
properties and to safely separate opposing traffic. Flush medians include occasional
physical (raised) traffic islands, to discourage misuse of the median and assist
pedestrians to cross the roadway.

There are a total of three reported accidents on Titirangi Road between Pleasant Road
and Golf Road from year 1999 to 2003. From the three accidents, there was one fatal
and two minor injuries, these mostly involved head-on collisions. The project is predicted
to have benefits to the community through a reduction in the number and severity of
crashes on the route.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

The Waitakere City Council’'s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform
provides the strategic context for this report. The vision is for public transport and
communications systems that provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated
by integrated, environmentally responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on
meeting the essential needs of all, for access, communication, and safety.

A high proportion of urban traffic crashes occur when vehicles are turning right to or from
side streets/properties, and a flush median is an effective way of reducing these crashes,
also head-on crashes, and generally calming the traffic flow. ‘No Stopping At All Times’
controls can be applied to ensure efficient, safe movement on roads by keeping traffic
lanes and visibility lines clear.

ISSUES

The project comprises of the removal of the existing no overtaking lines and replaces with
approximately 415 metres of new median markings on Titirangi Road between Pleasant
Road and Golf Road. Also included is a pedestrian refuge island located within the
median to discourage overtaking on the median and provide a safer location for
pedestrians to cross the road. The median will also provide improved safety for vehicles
to turn right from the centre of the road into roadside properties and side streets, and also
reduces head-on collisions.

No stopping restrictions are recommended at the location of the refuge island to maintain
clear visibility for pedestrians crossing the road and also to ensure adequate lateral
clearance for through traffic. Under the Traffic Regulations 1976, the New Lynn
Community Board must approve associated no stopping controls. The Regulations state
that “no person, being the driver or in charge of any vehicle, shall stop, stand or park that
vehicle on the road, whether attended or unattended in any part of a roadway so close to
any corner, bend, rise, dip, traffic island, or intersection as to obstruct or be likely to
obstruct other traffic or any view of the roadway to the driver of a vehicle proceeding
towards that corner, bend, rise, dip, traffic island, or intersection, or within 6 metres of an
intersection, or any part of a roadway where the controlling authority has marked a
broken yellow line parallel to and at a distance of not more than 1 metre from the edge of
the roadway”. The plans showing the extent of the proposed new restrictions are
attached at pages A3 to A4.
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The owners of the properties whose frontages are affected by the proposed refuge island
and no stopping controls have been consulted in writing and no objections have been
received.

RESOURCES

The Titirangi Road Flush Median project has been provided for in the 2003/2004 Annual
Plan and will be funded from the subsidised Accident Investigation Studies Safety
Upgrades budget. The flush median will be installed under the existing road marking
maintenance contract and the pedestrian refuge island will be constructed under the
Accident Investigation Studies Safety Upgrades Contract at a later date.

CONCLUSION

The Titirangi Road Flush Median has been recommended for construction based on high
public benefit from crash reductions. Funding is allocated for this project in the Annual
Budget. Associated ‘No Stopping’ restrictions are recommended to further facilitate
efficient, safe movement on roads by keeping traffic lanes and visibility lines clear.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. That the Titirangi Road Flush Median and Related Parking Restrictions report be
received.

2. That in relation to TITIRANGI ROAD, TITIRANGI NORTH:

@) That all existing parking restrictions or limitations affected, or superseded,
or replaced by this resolution applicable to Titirangi Road, Titirangi North
imposed by any prior resolution (including resolution of any former
authority) cease to have any force and effect as from the date of this
determination provided however that any current enforcement action by
way of prosecution arising from, or infringement notice issued in relation
to, any non-compliance with or breach of any such parking restriction or
limitation be authorised to be concluded in the normal manner.

(b) That, in accordance with the powers conferred by virtue of the Local
Government Act 1974, the Transport Act 1962 and the Waitakere City
Council Bylaw No 7, 1991 - Traffic, the following parking limitations and
restrictions be now resolved to be specified and imposed namely:

e On the west kerb line of Titirangi Road, a start point from the existing
no stopping line opposite property No.256 Titirangi Road to an end
point 20 metres further north, a ‘NO STOPPING AT ALL TIMES’
parking control be put in place.

¢ On the centre of the carriageway on Titirangi Road, from a start point
of 30 metres south of the south kerb line of Pleasant Road to an end
point 415 metres further south, the ‘NO OVERTAKING LINES’ be
removed.

3. That the appropriate signage and/or marking, in accordance with the Traffic
Regulations 1976, be hereby approved to be put in place to properly establish,
delineate and record the said parking limitations and restrictions.

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9 LEGAL RESOLUTION OF PARKING CONTROL - GLEN EDEN RAILWAY STATION
CAR PARKING AREA

The purpose of this report is to recommend to the New Lynn Community Board that it
legally resolves the parking controls that are currently marked and sign posted in the Glen
Eden Railway Station car parking area.

BACKGROUND

The operators of the Glen Eden Railway Station Café have contacted Council requesting
enforcement of the parking restrictions currently marked and sign posted in the adjacent
car parking area. This cannot be done at present as no parking restrictions have been
legally resolved by the New Lynn Community Board.

Currently there are eleven P60 restricted parking spaces, seven P10 parking spaces and
one disabled parking space marked and sign posted in the west end of the parking area.
The P10 restriction is sign posted as being in force between 7.00 - 9.00am and 3.00 -
5.30pm only.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

The Waitakere City Council’'s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform
provides the strategic context for this report. The vision is for public transport and
communications systems that provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated
by integrated, environmentally responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on
meeting the essential needs of all, for access, communication, and safety.

Appropriate time restrictions for parking allow for the most effective utilisation of parking,
best allowing for the essential needs of parking users. Shorter time limits ensure
turnover, stimulating business activity, but if they are too short, business cannot be
concluded without the prospect of infringing restrictions and consequential fines.

ISSUES

The existing parking signs and markings in the railway station car park date from the time
when the station was relocated to its current site, but were never formally resolved by the
New Lynn Community Board. It is now desirable for the parking restrictions to be legally
resolved by the Community Board so that they may be enforced.

The P60 restriction on eleven spaces helps provide parking for customers of the café and
other Glen Eden shops and allows for the best utilisation of scarce parking resources
close to the surrounding commercial district.

The seven P10 parking spaces with limited restriction hours only allow for easy pick up
and drop off of railway passengers during peak hours and helps to avoid congestion in
the car park that may be caused by vehicles stopping to load or unload passengers in
locations other than marked parking spaces. There may be some merit to extending the
hours of operation of the parking restriction on some or all of these spaces to allow for
pick up or drop off of rail users outside of peak hours.

There are a total of 43 car parking spaces in the car park, of which 19 would be time (or
otherwise) restricted should the recommendation be approved.

There are supplementary signs below each existing P60 sign indicating that the parking is
for café customers only. These supplementary signs will have to be removed, as Council
is legally unable to restrict parking in a public car park to the patron of a particular
business.
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RESOURCES
The proposed alterations can be implemented under the 2003/2004 maintenance
contracts.
CONCLUSION

The proposal to change the parking restrictions in the vicinity of the railway station is
desirable for the convenience of local business and users of the train station and will
allow better utilisation of the car park. The New Lynn Community Board may however
wish to consider extending the recommended times of operation on the P10 restriction to
allow for easier pickup and drop off of public transport users outside of peak times.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. That the Legal Resolution of Parking Control - Glen Eden Railway Station Car
Parking Area report be received.

2. That in relation to the GLEN EDEN RAILWAY STATION CAR PARKING AREA,
GLEN EDEN:

@) That all existing parking restrictions or limitations affected, or superseded,
or replaced by this resolution applicable to Glen Eden railway station car
park imposed by any prior resolution (including resolutions of any former
authority) cease to have any force and effect as from the date of this
determination provided however that any current enforcement action by
way of prosecution arising from, or infringement notice issued in relation
to, any non-compliance with or breach of any such parking restriction or
limitation be authorized to be concluded in the normal manner.

(b) That, in accordance with the powers conferred by virtue of the Local
Government Act 1974, The Transport Act 1962 and the Waitakere City
Council Bylaw No.7, 1991 - Traffic, the following controls be now resolved
to be specified and imposed, namely,

0] That along the north kerb of the car park from a point where it
meets the west side of the railway station building to a point a 28.5
metres further west 11 ‘P60’ Parking Spaces be put in place.

(i) That along the north kerb of the car park from 28.5 metres west of
a point where it meets the west side of the railway station building
to a point 3.5 metres further west 1 ‘Parking Space for the
Disabled’ be put in place.

(iii) That along the south kerb from the southwest corner of the car park
to a point 20 metres further east 7 ‘P10, 7.00-9.00 am and 3.00-
5.30 pm only’ Parking Spaces be put in place.

3. That the appropriate signage and/or marking, in accordance with the Traffic
Regulations 1976, be hereby approved to be put in place to properly establish,
delineate and record the said parking limitation and restrictions.

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NEW ‘GIVE WAY’ CONTROL - INTERSECTION OF KELMAN ROAD AND LAURA
STREET

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to seek the New Lynn Community Board’s approval for a
new ‘Give Way’ control on Kelman Road at its intersection with Laura Street.

BACKGROUND

A resident of Laura Street who has witnessed several near miss accidents at the
intersection, caused by driver confusion over which leg of the intersection has priority,
has requested that a ‘Give Way’ control be installed.

STRATEGIC CONTEXT

The Waitakere City Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform
provides the strategic context for this report. The vision is for public transport and
communications systems that provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated
by integrated, environmentally responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on
meeting the essential needs of all, for access, communication, and safety.

‘Give Way’ controls can improve safety at intersections by ensuring that drivers behave in
an appropriate manner at intersections where approach site distance is limited.

ISSUES

The intersection in question is a T-junction with the Kelman Road stem making a ninety-
degree right turn at the location where it intersects with Laura Street. Kelman Road forms
both the stem and right side branch of the T whist Laura Street forms the left-side branch.

It is proposed to install a ‘Give Way’ control on the stem of the T-junction on Kelman
Road. The existing arrangement can cause some driver confusion as to which approach
to the intersection has priority as the straight through route is from Kelman Road to Laura
Street, whilst a driver must make a sharp turn at the intersection if they wish to move from
one leg of Kelman Road to another.

The occupants of the surrounding properties have been consulted by letter about the
proposal. No replies to the proposal were received.

RESOURCES

The proposed alterations can be implemented under the 2003/2004 maintenance
contracts.

CONCLUSION

The proposal to install a new ‘Give Way’ control at the intersection Kelman Road and
Laura Street is desirable to improve safety at this intersection.
