7 RIVERBANK ROAD, NEW LYNN - NEW NO STOPPING AT ALL TIMES PARKING 
RESTRICTION 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the New Lynn Community Board’s approval to install 
a new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction in Riverbank Road, New Lynn.  
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The business at number 6 Riverbank Road, has recently contacted the Council 
requesting a new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction to be installed across their 
two vehicle crossings that front their entrance ways.  Riverbank Road is a cul de sac and 
large vehicles have difficulty maneuvering into the driveway of number 6 Riverbank Road 
due to vehicles parking close to the vehicle crossing, the street becomes blocked.   
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The Waitakere City Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform 
provides the strategic context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and 
communications systems that provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated 
by integrated, environmentally responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on 
meeting the essential needs of all, for access, communication, and safety. 
 
No Stopping At All Times restrictions can be applied to ensure efficient, safe movement 
on roads by keeping traffic lanes and visibility lines clear. 
 
ISSUES 
 
Riverbank Road is classified as a local road in the District Plan and is predominately 
industrial.  A site visit revealed that there is a need for No Stopping At All Times in this 
location, to provide for the safe movement of vehicles.   
 
There was no consultation carried out as the proposed No Stopping At All Times parking 
restriction will be outside number 6 Riverbank Road, the customer who made the initial 
request. 
 

A8 The location of the proposed change is indicated on attachment at page A8. 
 
RESOURCES 
 
The proposed new parking restriction can be implemented under the 2006/2007 Annual 
Plan road maintenance budgets. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
That the proposal to install a No Stopping At All Times parking restriction in Riverbank 
Road, New Lynn is recommended. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS

8 MARGAN AVENUE, NEW LYNN - NEW NO STOPPING AT ALL TIMES PARKING 
RESTRICTION 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the New Lynn Community Board’s approval for a 
new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction on Margan Avenue between  
Seabrook Avenue and Hutchinson Avenue. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The Council has recently been contacted regarding vehicles parking legally on  
Margan Avenue outside the New Lynn Primary School causing visibility problems for 
pedestrians using the pedestrian crossing.  In addition, a member of the public attended 
the New Lynn Community Board meeting in June 2007, and raised safety issues.  The 
Board resolved as follows:  
 

“That the Chief Executive Officer be requested to prepare an urgent report on 
traffic safety issues surrounding the Margan Avenue/Hutchinson Avenue 
primary school precinct.” 
 (918/2007) 

 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform provides the strategic 
context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and communications systems that 
provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated by integrated, environmentally 
responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on meeting the essential needs of all, for 
access, communication, and safety. 
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No Stopping parking restrictions can be applied to ensure efficient, safe movement on 
roads by keeping traffic lanes and visibility lines clear. 
 
ISSUES 
The New Lynn Primary School and members of the public are concerned with the parking 
and driver behaviour on Margan Avenue outside the school.  Currently vehicles may park 
legally on Margan Avenue and this causes visibility problems for pedestrians using the 
pedestrian crossing when vehicles wanting to turn right into the shopping centre back up 
past the crossing.  This behaviour causes serious safety concerns for pedestrians. 
 
Verbal consultation has been carried out with the school principal who is in agreement 
with the proposal. 
 

A9 The location of the new parking restriction is shown on the aerial photograph attached at 
page A9. 
 
To further address the traffic safety issues surrounding the Margan Avenue / Hutchinson 
Avenue primary school precinct a pedestrian rail will be installed on the south west corner 
at the intersection of Hutchinson Avenue and Margan Avenue. 
 
Decision Making 
 
This proposal is presented with due consideration of relevant criteria, as required by 
Section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002.  The principal community outcome to be 
derived is an improvement in the level of traffic management resulting in an increase in 
safety and convenience for residents of the City. 
 
RESOURCES 
 
The parking restriction can be implemented under the 2007/2008 Annual Plan 
maintenance budgets. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The new No Stopping At All Times parking restriction is recommended to ensure that the 
vehicles are parked in a defined area without obstructing traffic flows and pedestrian 
movement.  
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. That the Margan Avenue, New Lynn - New No Stopping At All Times Parking 

Restriction report be received. 

2. That in relation to MARGAN AVENUE, NEW LYNN: 

That, in accordance with the powers conferred by virtue of the Local Government

9 WOODLANDS PARK ROAD, TITIRANGI - NEW TRAFFIC ISLANDS AND NO 

STOPPING AT ALL TIMES PARKING RESTRICTIONS 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the New Lynn Community Board’s approval for new 
traffic islands and associated No Stopping At All Times parking restrictions on Woodland 
Park Road, Titirangi, south of Boylan Road.    
 
BACKGROUND 
 
A request was made by members of the public for a pedestrian facility to assist people 
crossing Woodlands Park Road in the vicinity of Waima Reserve.  The footpath on the 
east side of Woodlands Park Road terminates a short distance to the south, and due to 
the winding road geometry to the north there are no feasible alternative locations for a 
crossing point. 
 
STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform provides the strategic 
context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and communications systems that 
provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated by integrated, environmentally 
responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on meeting the essential needs of all, for 
access, communication, and safety. 
 
Provision of traffic islands improves road user safety by slowing vehicles to ensure 
efficient, safe movement of pedestrians on roads.  No Stopping restrictions can be 
applied to ensure efficient, safe movement on roads by keeping traffic lanes and visibility 
lines clear. 
 
ISSUES 
 
A search of the Land Transport New Zealand database shows that in the past five years 
there have been two reported non-injury accidents in the vicinity, neither involving 
pedestrians.  This database does not contain a complete list of all accidents, especially 
minor or non-injury accidents that have occurred. 
 
It is proposed to install a new pedestrian refuge island opposite Waima Reserve which 
will assist pedestrians to cross the road in the vicinity.  No Stopping At All Times parking 
restrictions are required to provide adequate sight lines between drivers and pedestrians. 
 
In addition, some side islands are proposed at the intersection of Woodlands Park Road 
and Grovelands Way.  Pedestrians coming from Grovelands Way and Rimutaka Place 
who are headed west currently have to stand in the middle of the roadway before 
crossing Woodlands Park Road.  These islands will give some protection to them.  The 
side islands will also reduce vehicle speeds for southbound drivers coming from 
Woodlands Park Road and entering Rimutaka Place. 
 
It is also proposed to install two advance warning signs to alert drivers to the potential 
presence of pedestrians in the area. 
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A10  The location of the proposed changes is indicated on attachment at page A10. 
 
Adjacent residents were consulted and no objections were received. 
 
Decision Making 
 
This proposal is presented with due consideration of relevant criteria, as required by 
Section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002.  The principal community outcome to be 
derived is an improvement in the level of traffic management resulting in an increase in 
safety and convenience for residents of the City.  
 
RESOURCES 
 
The proposed works are estimated to cost approximately $25,000 and can be funded 
from the 2007/2008 Annual Plan Minor Safety budget. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The new traffic islands and associated No Stopping At All Times parking restrictions on 
Woodlands Park Road will improve pedestrian safety in the vicinity.   
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
1. That the Woodlands Park Road, Titirangi - New Traffic Islands and No Stopping At 

All Times Parking Restrictions report be received. 

A10 2. That the installation of new TRAFFIC ISLANDS on WOODLANDS PARK ROAD 
delineated on plan number 2007/20 attached at page A10 be approved.   

3. That in relation to WOODLANDS PARK ROAD, TITIRANGI:

4 That the appropriate signage and/or road markings, in accordance with the 
provisions of Land Transport Rule:  Traffic Control Devices 2004 – Rule 54002 be 
hereby approved to be put in place to properly establish, delineate and record the 
said parking limitations and controls.

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10 OLD TITIRANGI ROAD / TITIRANGI ROAD, TITIRANGI - NO STOPPING AT ALL 
TIMES PARKING RESTRICTIONS 

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to seek the New Lynn Community Board’s approval to install 
new No Stopping At All Times parking restrictions at the Old Titirangi Road / Titirangi 
Road, intersection.    
 
BACKGROUND 
 
A member of the public attended the 28 May 2007 New Lynn Community Board meeting 
to express his concern about traffic speeding to bypass traffic lights at Titirangi Road / 
Pleasant Road.  He sought the Board’s support for speed humps or increased  
No Stopping At All Times parking restrictions.  The New Lynn Community Board resolved 
as follows:   
 

“That the Chief Executive Officer be requested to prepare a report investigating 
if installing yellow lines is warranted outside 168-170 Titirangi Road.”

STRATEGIC CONTEXT 
 
The Council’s ‘Integrated Transport and Communication’ platform provides the strategic 
context for this report.  The vision is for public transport and communications systems that 
provide fast, effective services, and for city travel facilitated by integrated, environmentally 
responsible, and innovative design, with a focus on meeting the essential needs of all, for 
access, communication, and safety. 
 
No Stopping restrictions can be applied to ensure efficient, safe movement on roads by 
keeping traffic lanes and visibility lines clear. 
 
ISSUES 
 
Drivers turning left into Old Titirangi Road can do so at high speed.  When cars are 
parked outside numbers 168 and 170 Titirangi Road, this can make it difficult for people 
exiting driveways on Old Titirangi Road to see these vehicles.   
 
A search of the Land Transport New Zealand database shows that for the past five years, 
there have been two reported accidents in the vicinity, both involving non-injury.  The 
database does not contain a complete list of all accidents, especially minor or non-injury 
accidents and it is possible that unreported accidents have occurred.  
 

A11 It is proposed to install new No Stopping At All Times parking restrictions as indicated on 
attachment at page A11. 
 
Adjacent residents were consulted in June 2007 and no objections were received. 
 
Decision Making 
 
This proposal is presented with due consideration of relevant criteria, as required by 
Section 77 of the Local Government Act 2002.  The principal community outcome to be 
derived is an improvement in the level of traffic management resulting in an increase in 
safety and convenience for residents of the City.
