Submission to the dratt New Zealand Urban Design Protocol

Waitakere City Council would like to congratulate the Ministry for the Environment on preparation of the draft
Protocol, and on its recognition of the importance of urban issues to New Zealand's wellbeing.

We are pleased to inform you that Waitakere City Council has resolved o become a signatory to the Protocol,
subject to review of the final wording of the Protocol statement. We intend to finalise our sign-on te the Protocol in
time for the February 2005 launch, and will undertake to prepare an action plan within six months of our signing.

With regard to the content of the Protoco!, Waitakere City Council is concerned at the complete fack of reference
to Maori values and perspectives on the design of our communities. We are also concerned to ensure adequate
resources and alignment of regulatory frameworks to enable implementation. The remainder of this submission
addresses these two points.

Maori Values and Perspectives

We are surprised to note that, whilst championing a ‘unique kiwi culture’, the draft Protoco! contains absolutely ro
reference to Maori or iwi. If the Protocoi is to advocate for a uniquely New Zealand style of urban design, the
kaupapa and relationship of tangata whenua with place and space is an essential element of the picture.

Recognising that the process of developing action plans will need to take into account the regional knowledge,

values and perspectives of iwi, we propose the following changes:

. That the Protocol make explicit recognition of Maori — as Treaty partners and as an essential element of the
‘unigue kiwi culiure’

«  That the Protoco! be amended to include discussion of Maori perspectives on urban design. For exampie,
recognising the unique relationship of tangata whenua with the land. The discussion of 'Attributes of
Successful Towns and Cities' and the ‘six C's’ couid be revised to recognise Maori perspectives and design
needs.

- That the Protocol make greater use of te reo Macri to better reflect the culture and knowledge of Aotearoa.
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We propose that a hui be organised to assist with the ceveiopment of such knowiedge and material, alsc for use
in the implementation toelkit.

In developing a relationship with Maori , the experience of Waitakere City Council and the local Maori community
may offer some guidance. Te Taumata Rinanga was jointly established in 1991, and became a standing
committee of Council in 1953. Twelve members are drawn from key Maori groups within Waitakere City including
iocal iwi, Te Kawerau & Maki and Ngati Whatua. Te Taumata Rinanga is a vehicie whereby the voice of Maori in
Waitakere City can be expressed, within an environment of Tikanga Maori and Whanaungatanga. Members of Te
Taumata ROnanga attended the Ministry for the Environment consultations on the draft Protocol, and were active
in ensuring 2 Maori perspective in Councii’s submission.

implementation

For some years now, Waitakere City Council has been pursuing a work programme that is well aligned with the
urban design vision and principies set out in the draft Protocol. Through its town centre revitalisation programme,
its work on safety and access by design, and the District Plan, Council has worked to achieve a greater level of
sustainability in its built urban form. As co-sponsor of the Urban Form Design & Development work strand of the
Auckland Sustainable Cities Programme, Waitakere is leading efforts to promote better urban design across the
region,

Waitakere City Council recognises the value of the Protocol in promoting discussion and achieving agreement at
a national level about ways to improve the urban design of the nation's cities. However, it the quality of New
Zealand's urban design is to improve, we consider that substantial effort will need to be made over and above the
basic commitment indicated in the Protocol.

Central government leadership and support for the Protocol will be critical to its effective implementation. To this
end, we would like to see the establishment of a strong dedicated Urban Affairs Unit within central government to
support implementation of the Protocol.

We acknowiedge the range of tools and events proposed in the draft Protocol, and would like to extend an offer
of support in their delivery. As a first step, the Urban Form Design & Development work strand of the Auckland
Sustainable Cities Programme is planning to organise a regional workshop to provide support to Councils in
preparing their action plans, and to explore the possibility of collaborative actions.

Finally, we are concerned to ensure the approach advocated within the Protocol is reflected in relevant
legislation. Of particular interest is including urban design concerns in the current review of the Resource
Management Act. (For example, by recognising maintenance and enhancement of the urban environment in
section 8 or 7, or through preparation of a nationa! policy statement.}

In conclusion, Waitakere City Council welcomes the preparation of the draft Urban Design Protocol. We look
forward to receiving the revised final version, and to being able to finalise our signatory status in time for the
planned February 2005 launch.

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Motorway ration plan raises fear of backlog

Plans to ration scarce space on Auckland's motorways with

traffic iights at every on-ramp have raised fear among city
ieaders that backlogs of vehicles may choke their sireets,

Transit New Zealand promises close coflaboration with

local councils in drawing up design specifications to ensure

a fair allocation of space along the entire motorway
network, and to manage any flow-on effects on suburban
roads.

Muttinational teams of consultants will complete a "traffic
demand management" investigation for the Southern
Motorway by March 31, and for the Northern and
Northwestern motorways three months later.

They will be required to assess ways of linking "ramp-
metering” controis fo information systems to heip motorists
plan their journeys better, even to the point of
reconsidering whether they need to set out in the first
place.

Roadway sensors will feed traffic information to lights at
on-ramps, and to motorists through electronic signs, radio
bulletins, cellphone text-messages and a website,

But Nerth Shore Mayor George Wood fears longer delays
for motorists gueuing to join the flow of traffic crawling
south to the Harbour Bridge, and believes projects such as
the Northern Busway and studies into road pricing or tofiing
should be undertaken first.

Auckland City planners also want assurances from Transit
that the burden will not fall unduly on drivers frying to
squeeze on to motorways from central suburbs, clogging
up feeder streets, while those from further away enjoy
relatively clear runs.

Manukau City Council's transport committee is also wary of
impacts on its streets, after mixed results from a ramp
meter trial at Mangere Bridge, where drivers already queue
at traffic tights to join the Southwestern Motorway at peak
times.

Transit's travel demand project director, Peter McCombs,
emphasised yesterday that his agency wanied a "complete
management system" for the motorway network to make
trave! times less erratic and trips easier to plan.

Asked about concerns that controiling on-ramps may push
more people to live at motorway extremities, contrary to
anti-sprawl objectives of Auckland's regional growth
strategy. he said Transit was keen to manage all traffic
mavements.

Mr McCombs acknowledged this could include using
variable speed limits to slow motorway traffic in mid-
stream, allowing more room for motorists to join the
network from on-ramps along the way.

The scheme may ultimately involve tracking every vehicle
from the time it joins a motorway to when it leaves,
althoigh he said information would be encrypted so
number-piate details could only he used for traffic
management,

Mr Wood said Transit's proposals needed a huge amount
of consultation with communities because of a risk of
skewing the motorway network at the expense of
thousands of commuters using the Nerth Shore’s main on-
ramps.

He was particularly concerned about the 50 per cent of
southbound Harbour Bridge traffic joining the Northern
Motorway at Onewa Rd or Esmonde Rd.

*The motorway is working at saturation capacity at the
moment and rearranging or putting in measures right now
won't change the speed of traffic.”

Mr Wood said the ordy real way of coaxing car drivers onto
public transport was to bring in some form of road pricing
to discourage peak-time motoring, but he suspected the
Government was dragging the chain on the eve of an
election year.

Aucktand City transport spokesman Garson Befl safd his
council would support anything that increased traffic
efficiency, but would be concerned if motorway rationing
meant drivers chose to stick to arterial roads earmarked for
rapid bus transport.

Mr McCombs said the aim of controiling on-ramps was {o
prevent the breakdown of mainstream traffic flows, which
were hard to reverse once past a critical point.

HOW iT WORKS
Sensors every 500m along the motorway check the traffic.

If it gets too heavy, they activate traffic fights on motorway
on-ramps.
