PLANTING PIT

1.2m EVEN CIRCLES TO 500mm DEPTH. WHERE WIDTH DOES NOT PERMIT THE CREATION OF A 1.2m DIAMETER EVEN
CIRCLE AN ELLIPTIC PIT TO THE SAME DIMENSIONS SHALL BE EXCAVATED. RAISED MOUND SHALL BE CREATED AT THE
BASE OF THE PLANTING PIT.

SERVICE DELIVERY OUTCOME

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF HEALTHY & VIABLE TREES IN PLANTING PITS WHICH PROMOTE OPTIMUM CONDITIONS FOR
HEALTHY ROOT DEVELOPMENT & ESTABLISHMENT. TIES & STAKES SHALL BE INSTALLED IN SUCH A WAY TO PREVENT
THE TREE FROM ROCKING WITHIN THE PLANTING PIT YET SHALL ALLOW MOVEMENT WITHIN THE STERM THAT WILL
PROMOTE OPTIMUM ROOT, STERM & CANOPY DEVELOPMENT.
