Using Paint

Open Paint: 
· Click on Start, Programs, Accessories, Paint
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Use the Toolbox on the left hand side of the screen to select a drawing tool. 
· Pencil -[image: image11.png]


 for a thin line

· Brush - [image: image2.png]


 for a thick line 
· Air Brush - [image: image3.png]


 for a spray effect.

Select Text - [image: image4.png]


 to insert writing
Select a Shape tool to insert a shape. Squares, circles and lines.

Select the brush size and shape, or opacity of objects from the properties area at the bottom of the toolbox. (The ‘slashes’ create some really nice calligraphy effects)

You can select two colours from the colour palette at the bottom of the screen, one for Left-Click and one for Right-Click. The top box is the left button.

At the top of the toolbox you will find the following icons:
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	Eraser - To wipe out portions of your picture – The erase colour is always the same as the right-click colour.
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	Select – you can select a portion of the picture to cut or copy (or move). You can select a square, or draw an area Freestyle.
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	Eye-Dropper – to pick a colour out of the picture – good if you want to match an existing colour exactly.
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	Zoom tool – when you zoom in you can change one pixel at a time.
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	Fill – fill an area with a different colour.


Don’t forget to save your work – Click on ‘File’ then ‘Save’.
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
