The tagging 
of monarchs is an ongoing research project 
designed to find out whether the New Zealand 
butterflies migrate for the winter, and if they 
do, how far they travel. The tags are paper 
disks, less than one centimetre across, which 
have printed on them a unique code plus the 
postal and website addresses of the MBNZT. If 
you find a tagged butterfly, please contact the 
MBNZT, at the address on the tag, recording 
the tag number and when and where you 
found the butterfly - alive or not. If you would 
like to be part of the tagging programme, you 
can get tags free by registering on the website, 
www.monarch.org.nz.

Massey High School old boy, Paul Moon is 
currently Professor of History at AUT University. 

He has taught at the Faculty of Maori Development,  
Te Ara Poutama, since 1993.  

Originally a pupil at Lincoln Heights Primary before  
attending Massey High, Paul was a prefect in his  
final year. One of his fondest memories is “Walking  
two kilometres to school every morning with friends  
– regardless of the weather.” Paul still lives in the area,  
as do his parents.

With 18 books published and three more currently in  
production Paul is one of New Zealand’s most prolific  
authors. “My two favourites are the biography of the Tuhoe 
tohunga Hohepa Kereopa and my major book on traditional  
Maori cannibalism – which is also one of my most controversial,”  
says Paul. The 2008 book This Horrid Practice received considerable 
criticism and sparked much debate not only in the academic sector  
but also among average New Zealanders.

Paul is widely recognised as an expert on New Zealand history and  
has made several appearances on both television and radio.  
 “I have always been interested in the past and how it shapes an  
understanding of the present,” says Paul. Paul also writes for the  
New Zealand Herald on occasion.

Igniting passion in New Zealand history is what Paul intends to continue  
doing by finishing his current book and teaching what he loves.

Moire Park
How to get there: Turn into Granville Drive from 
Moire Road, past the Massey Rugby Club to the 
playground.

This park has it all – picnic tables, a large play area, 
two half basketball courts and BMX facilities on their 
way. There are walkways to enjoy which will lead you 
to the Manutewhau Reserve. 

Emerald Valley Park
How to get there: From Triangle Road turn into 
Garton Drive, then into Broadfield Street and finally 
Killygordon Place, limited parking is on the street.
